A few methodological notes based on the field
observations of rural human capital in the Russia’s
Non-Black Earth Region!

Abstract. The article presents some methodological considerations on the possibilities
and limitations of the qualitative approach (repeated case studies in the specific Rus-
sian region) for the sociological assessment of human capital. In the first part of the arti-
cle, the author considers the Russian tradition of rural studies as combining two analyti-
cal ‘optics’ — sociological /ethnographic observations of local realities based on various
combinations of qualitative techniques and a strong anthropological/ peasant-stud-

ies emphasis with large-scale social surveys aimed at macro-descriptions of agrarian
reforms, rural social/human capital and agro-industrial complex under the persistent
trends of social-spatial differentiation. In the second part, the author mentions the key
possibilities and limitations of case studies for assessing the state and prospects of rural
human capital in the most depressed rural region of Russia, focusing on the role of en-
trepreneurs in formal and informal support of the local rural economy and communities
in cooperation with municipal and regional authorities. In the final part, the author em-
phasizes typologies as the analytical result of rural case studies (especially the repeat-
ed ones) and provides examples — ‘types’ of the local agricultural producer relationships
with the rural settlement’s authorities and community (as the basis for preserving rural
human capital) and ‘types’ of the rural entrepreneurs’ biographical trajectories (as the
basis for the generational continuity of this differentiated rural stratum).

Two analytical ‘optics’

The Russian tradition of peasant/rural studies can be divided into
two conditional parts. On the one hand, there are sociological/eth-
nographic observations of local rural realities based (see, e.g.: Ban-

field, 2019; Vinogradsky, 2009; Yastrebinskaya, 2005; Vorbrugg, 2018;
2020). On the other hand, there are large-scale social surveys com-
bining statistical and sociological data to provide macro-descriptions
(see, e.g.: Kalugina, Fadeeva, 2009; Kuznetsova, 2009; Shagaida et al,
2019; 2023). Certainly, the latter is more widespread due to manage-
ment tasks, including the critical systematization of the prerequisites
and results of the post-Soviet agrarian reform for the further restruc-
turing of Russian agriculture (Uzun, Shagaida, 2015: 12).

Other things being equal, rural sociologists prefer qualitative tech-
niques to reveal rural realities that determine or are hidden behind
the bravura macro-descriptions based on big data and inclined to
imitation — of the local authorities for the regional ones, of the re-
gional authorities to the federal ones, and of local entrepreneurs to
everyone they consider necessary — so that not to be punished for
shortcomings and to get additional funds (see, e.g.: Maksimov, 2018;
Saraikin, Yanbykh, 2018). The qualitative approach allows to identi-
fy imitations and its reasons, for instance the desire of the local au-
thorities to maintain the status quo and to keep higher authorities as
far as possible in order to develop informal network mechanisms for
everyday survival in the contemporary unpredictable and changeable
social-economic realities. Depending on the success of such imita-
tion games and selected social-economic practices, some researchers
divide rural Russia into three spatial parts: “territories of growth”,
“territories of stagnation” and “territories of compression” (or “des-
olation zones”) (see, e.g.: Nefedova, 2003; 2021).

Both quantitative and qualitative approaches are fundamental-
ly important for rural sociology (see, e.g.: Toshchenko, 2018; Trot-
suk, 2019a; 2019b; 2020): the former shows general trends, the lat-
ter — how they manifest themselves in the life of typical (according
to various criteria) rural territories and settlements. For instance,
when assessing the results of the post-Soviet agrarian reforms, long-
term ethnographic observations within case studies reveal those so-
cial-economic forms that determine statistical generalizations about
a multi-structural agrarian economy; why huge agroholdings keep
displacing peasant farms and personal subsidiary plots; why Rus-
sian agriculture lost its collective nature and did not manage to be-
come cooperative; why there so many regional differences in the Rus-
sian agrarian structure; what determined “changes in the composition
of the largest producers, redistribution of regions’ positions and in-
creased concentration of production in the largest regions”, and con-
sequences of “the complete and unconditional triumph of large and
very large farms... an unprecedented round of agrarian gigantoma-
nia... and the disappearance of two villages every day” (Toshchen-
ko, 2016: 14).

The qualitative approach revels the subjective dimension of the
macroeconomic situation, focusing on radical changes in the rural
lifeworld under the ongoing transformations of the traditional rural
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community (de-peasantization): “the peasant world has disintegrated,
there is nothing in common that unites people, disunity and isolation
are everywhere” (Toshchenko, 2016: 45). However, it is the qualitative
approach that shows ‘behind’ the well-known negative trends (caused
by inefficient formal social-economic institutions and identified with
quantitative indicators) some positive trends, such as the revival of
rural communities based on the mechanisms of informal economy
(networks of mutual support, various forms of grassroots mobiliza-
tion) which is forced to compensate for low living standards. Moreo-
ver, different combinations of qualitative and quantitative approach-
es have proven that both positive and negative trends in the agrarian
development are largely the result of the unjustified romanticization
of the countryside by post-Soviet reformers with their utopian “fan-
tastic ideas about some collective farmer who, having received land,
would instantly turn into a farmer to independently ensure the entire
production cycle” (Toshchenko, 2016: 52).

In recent years, many economic and sociological works have con-
sidered the systemic transformations of Russia’s rural areas, focusing
on development scenarios, institutional traps and transaction costs
of numerous attempts to solve the land question, to resolve objective
contradictions of post-Soviet reforms, to revive rural periphery and
relationships between formal and informal social-economic and ru-
ral-urban practices, thus, trying to balance the interrelated trends of
de- and re-peasantization, centralization and privatization, globaliza-
tion and glocalization, etc. (see, e.g.: Allina-Pisano, 2008; Hann et al,
2003; Lindner, Moser, 2011; Nefedova, 2013; Pilyasov, 2009; Shagaida,
2010). On the one hand, the refrain of such works (even the most op-
timistic ones) is the shrinking rural space primarily due to the out-
flow to cities, the declining number of traditional types of agricultural
employment, the ongoing depletion of rural human/social capital, the
persisting objective and subcultural poverty and other negative trends
that do not allow rural settlements to overcome the gap in the stand-
ard of living with cities. This persisting social-economic differentia-
tion is a distinctive feature of the Russian society, especially when
comparing life opportunities of urban and rural residents.

Another typical feature of rural studies is the refusal to talk about
some mythical “peasant class” in the 21st century, since this con-
cept turned from literal to metaphorical. The boundaries of Rus-
sian rural ‘classes’ seem unclear due to the remoteness of villages
from urban centers as places of power, but the main reason is rath-
er the inapplicability of the class stratification model today as repre-
sentatives of powerless groups in rural areas often have some power
resource (pensioners work as heads of municipalities, local entre-
preneurs pay for public works and celebrations). Quite often rural res-
idents hold a principal non-class position or do not identifying them-
selves with any class, emphasizing their ‘autonomy’ from the state;
therefore, we can use the metaphor of “second Russia” (see, e.g.: Ni-
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kulin, 2012; Trotsuk, 2014) or “weapons of the weak” (see, e.g.: Scott,
1985; Vinogradsky, 2009; Wegren, 2016) (the costs and negative con-
sequences of social-economic reforms are compensated by tradition-
al norms of the rural community life). It is unlikely that “the demon-
strative indifference and bravado of freedom that remoteness from
city life gives rural residents is a self-deception or a game” (Clement,
2021: 61), and that today we observe “the destruction of the peasant
community (of the Gemeinshaft type) which began almost a hundred
years ago” (Clement, 2021: 59).

Possibilities and limitations of case studies for assessing rural
human capital

Qualitative studies in Russia’s northern non-black-earth region with
its difficult conditions for farming are particularly indicative, since in
general its state of agriculture is deplorable and its human capital is
depleted (compared to much more successful and rich agricultural re-
gions like Kuban). Thereby, its ‘critical’ rural cases of vitality are val-
uable, especially if the most depressed rural localities somehow man-
aged to survive. On the one hand, there are depressive settlements
with the last weak attempts to survive with the help of the former
collective/state farm’s resources preserved under the market econo-
my and spontaneous privatization, with a general feeling of complete
abandonment by the state and a migration outflow or sentiments. On
the other hand, there are less pessimistic settlements with sustaina-
ble entrepreneurial activity based on both former Soviet agricultural
enterprises and new projects with the state support (former city res-
idents can become rural entrepreneurs, see, e.g.: Bozhkov, Trotsuk,
2018; Denisenko et al, 2016; Ovchintseva, 2021; Vinogradskaya, 2019;
Vinogradsky, Vinogradskaya, 2022).

Both types of rural entrepreneurs not only officially support the
local rural economy (create jobs, replenish local budgets, prevent the
youth from migration, attract families from neighboring areas), thus,
preserving rural communities, but also informally perform the for-
mer functions of Soviet agricultural enterprises in cooperation with
local administrations (construction, holidays, cleaning, applications
for grants and state subsidies), thus, preserving rural human capital.
Such entrepreneurial concern is not selfless or charitable but rath-
er rational ‘capitalist’” — investment in rural workforce (living con-
ditions and social activities), but rural entrepreneurs have no guar-
antees of success (natural disasters, financial crises, crop failures);
thereby, their motives and actions can be explained by the theory of
small deeds (see, e.g.: Ely, 2022; Gordeeva, 2003; Nikulin, Trotsuk,
2022a; 2022b) — a set of altruistic communitarian ideas for improv-
ing rural life through everyday transformations (educational, cultur-
al-historical, recreational-ecological, etc.).
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Such broad generalizations based on the case study data are
traditional for rural sociology: for instance, the well-known Teo-
dor Shanin’s field projects summarizes the results of the post-So-
viet market-economy reforms and rural transformations in a model
of patrimonial management (a symbiotic type of appropriation and
redistribution of collective-farm resources, see, e.g.: Nikulin, 2010;
Uzun et al, 2022). Another example is a dynamic typology of rural
areas, based on the extensive social-economic and social-geograph-
ic data, which shows an increasing differentiation and polarization
of space between urban centers and rural periphery (preservation of
agricultural production as a collective/cooperative farm, development
of small-scale private agricultural farming, an entrepreneurial use of
natural resources preservation of rural settlements as cultural-histor-
ical objects, see, e.g.: Nefedova, 2013). Among the peripheral rural
areas, researchers identify autarkic (eco-settlements) and symbiot-
ic (combinations of formal and informal practices) rural communities
(see, e.g.: Averkieva, 2017); among economically developed, densely
populated and market-oriented rural areas — multi-structural and
mono-structural (see, e.g.: Fadeeva, 2015; Kuznetsova, 2009). Thus,
case studies continue the tradition of typologizing rural areas based
on the repeated field observations (see, e.g.: Trotsuk, 2007; Nikulin,
Trotsuk, 2014; Ovehintseva, 2020; Savoskul, Alekseev, 2021). Howev-
er, this does not eliminate the shortcomings of case studies, which
are described, for instance, by E. C. Banfield in The Moral Basis of a
Backward Society (2019): implicit and explicit comparisons, reliance
on ‘unverified guides’, dubious simplifications of complex phenomena
that are convenient to interpret as ‘simple’/backward, etc. Banfield’s
book shows that even half a century ago ‘rural status’ did not guar-
antee sustainable Gemeinschaft relations and communalism, since, as
today, the main problems of rural communities were unemployment,
poverty, low social trust, perception of the state as both the cause of
bad life and the paternalistic source of financial assistance (although
it is always better to stay away from the state).

Our case studies in rural areas of the non-black-earth region (see,
e.g.: Bozhkov et al, 2020; 2022; Bozhkov, Trotsuk, 2018; 2020) showed
through the fate of villagers and settlements both clear depopulation
trends and some reasons for optimism, since even in the traditional-
ly depressed areas there are rural entrepreneurs supporting the rural
economy and local communities, ‘restoring’ their social-demographic
structure, cooperating with local administrations, combining formal
and informal ways to solve problems, and turning into the real pow-
er in the countryside. As in Soviet times, agricultural and other en-
terprises are forced to act as social guarantors, maintaining the live-
lihoods of their workers and other villagers; and it is much easier for
such ‘guarantors’ to fulfill these obligations in an informal way, i.e.,
their funding is irregular and depends on the financial condition of
the enterprise and the good will of its owner. Local agricultural en-
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terprises solve minor infrastructure problems and provide villagers
with some necessary services, because their heads are more accessi-
ble than the municipal or regional authorities, which makes such en-
terprises a key supporter of the rural structure.

Since the relations between the authorities and agricultural en-
terprises are not officially regulated, personal connections come into
force: if the head of the rural settlement and the head of the enter-
prise establish informal relationships, they start to work together in
the interests of the village. Under the constant shortage of funds this
is not easy but possible through the redistribution of funding and ser-
vices. Thus, modest budgets of rural settlements provide opportuni-
ties not for their social-economic development but for the formation of
social networks at the grassroots level, i.e., of the ‘patrimonial’ prin-
ciple of management, which emerged in the 1g9gos, still works and de-
termines the emergence of ‘exemplary’ municipalities — with decent
schools, medical centers, good roads and public transport — not nec-
essarily near the district/urban center.

The position of the local authorities is quite dual: on the one hand,
they should express the rural population’s opinions and work in close
contact with villagers; on the other hand, they depend on the regional
authorities’ decisions (including in financial terms). As a result, the
so-called ‘national consolidation’ often leads to rural destruction, al-
though traditional rural groups and social institutions can success-
fully adapt to changing conditions, ensuring a necessary human-cap-
ital basis for the national model of modernization (see, e.g.: Gusfield,
1967), but only provided a reasonable balance between tradition and
modernization. However, the ‘traditional’ model of Russian modern-
ization in both Soviet and post-Soviet periods seems to be ‘catch-up’
and ‘from above’ (see, e.g.: Fedotova, 1997; Krasilshchikov, 1993; Nau-
mova, 1999; Pain, Volkogonova, 2008), i.e., it combines traditional and
modern (often borrowed) norms, values and institutions, making an
emphasis on political-ideological (transformation of political system,
changes in public life, increasing influence of power structures at all
levels) rather than social-economic tasks.

Certainly, there has been a gradual transition to a new econom-
ic management regime, which can be traced through statistical data
and biographical narratives of villagers, but officials often follow old
patterns to expand the boundaries of their “administrative resource”.
This term is negative in its narrow political definition: when parties or
candidates use their status or connections with government agencies
to influence the results of elections (see, e.g.: Nureev, Shulgin, 2006;
Olshansky, 2001). This term’s broader interpretation has a greater
research potential, indicating informal social connections and knowl-
edge of the mechanism and structure of management, based on the
traditional rural way of life (and the role of administrative resource
in its regulation) and the rural communities’ attempts to maintain
viability (human capital) under the social-economic transformation
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12 ‘“from above’ with destructive outcomes instead of the increased effi-
ciency of agricultural production.

TEOPUS In the Soviet period, collective and state farms had funds to main-
tain the rural social infrastructure (educational institutions, housing
and communal services, transport), while the municipal authorities
did not have resources to carry out their direct functions and were
forced to turn for help to the heads of agricultural enterprises. This
situation determined a significant redistribution of these enterprises’
resources in favor of their workers in both legal (purchase of agri-
cultural products at lower prices, getting feed, grain and other prod-
ucts free of charge, use of agricultural machinery) and illegal (wide-
spread theft with the connivance of enterprise managers) ways, i.e.,
the state transferred many its functions (and functions of municipal-
ities) to agricultural enterprises.

In the post-Soviet period, under the inefficient agricultural man-
agement, low returns of huge investments in agriculture, and constant
outflow of rural residents to cities due to the low quality of life in the
countryside, the state chose the modernization model based on the
radical disruption of management and an emphasis on self-organiza-
tion (see, e.g.: Efimov, 2009; Kalugina, 2001; Nefedova, 2003; Patsiork-
ovsky, 2003; Veliky, Morekhina, 2004). The general idea of agrarian re-
forms (see, e.g.: Krylatykh et al, 2018; Petrick, 2022; Shagaida, 2019;
Vinogradskaya, 2022) was that inefficient forms of production would be
replaced by highly efficient ones as soon as the peasant started to work
independently on the allocated land, created new forms of cooperation
and established more effective collective or individual farms. However,
the high technological level of the contemporary agricultural produc-
tion, the lack of sufficient economic and social resources, the unprepar-
edness for such radical social-institutional transformations intensified
the systemic crisis in agriculture, which explains that the preserved
enterprises relied on power structures as the only available resource.

Some enterprises realized the importance of maintaining agricul-
tural production for their regions or municipalities and established
specific interaction with certain government institutions and other
enterprises, i.e., personal connections and non-institutionalized rela-
tionships had a decisive influence on agricultural production, rural de-
velopment and human capital (see, e.g.: Lester, 1998). The financial
and social-economic well-being of the rural territory has been largely
determined by the interaction between the authorities and the busi-
ness (see, e.g.: Fadeeva, 2003; Fadeeva, Nefedkin, 2018; Nikula, Ko-
poteva, 2020; Popov, 2022; Vinogradsky, Vinogradskaya, 2022). Many
long-term and repeated case studies prove the importance of such in-
teractions for stabilizing the social-economic situation in rural areas
and preserving their human capital by determining the most diverse
local practices and the most justified local strategies for compensat-
ing the shortcomings of the state macro-policies and the regional uni-
fied management.
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In addition to analytical descriptions, case studies serve as a source A few
of typologies that can be rather broad (successful and unsuccessful — methodological
paths of the local rural development; efficient and inefficient relation- notes...
ships of the local rural community with local/regional authorities/ag-
ricultural producers) or focused (types of local rural entrepreneurs).
Due to the huge variety of practices and strategies for interaction be-
tween municipal authorities, local communities and heads of agricul-
tural enterprises, any single model for the development of rural areas
makes no sense and should be replaced by some common type-form-
ing features. For instance, a typology of the local agricultural produc-
er (entrepreneur) relationships with the rural settlement (its authori-
ties and community) can consist of the following types:

* Large agroholding as an interested (temporarily but better con-
stantly) and forcedly socially responsible economic actor that in-
vests if not in the regional/local development then at least in pre-
serving agricultural production, which implies caring for the local
community as a source of human capital (workers). Sometimes the
municipal authorities contribute to the concentration of the pro-
duction base to ensure that several small (weak) enterprises would
constitute one large (strong) enterprise (negotiations set the con-
ditions for both sides).

* Individual successful entrepreneur (the backbone of the local econ-
omy — high production indicators, effective management, inde-
pendently solves all problems without municipal or regional subsi-
dies or funds) is forced to invest in the local human capital to save
a dying enterprise, to preserve his rural homeland or to create a
profitable agricultural production. Any of these motives is fortu-
nate for the local authorities (to preserve and develop agricultur-
al production and rural te territory), but such an entrepreneur is
inconvenient in the management perspective (the authorities have
almost no leverage over such an investor).

* Successful medium-sized or small entrepreneur that depends on
local authorities is offered to become the head of the local econo-
my-forming agricultural enterprise to invest in it his income from
diversified activities. Usually, he cannot refuse such an offer not
to spoil relations with the local/regional authorities, which would
threaten his main enterprise. Such a case is beneficial for the lo-
cal authorities that can report about having found an investor for
the dying enterprise, but there are no guarantees of his success.

* The ‘unique’ case of the successful commercial enterprise either es-
tablished by the local institution that did not get support from the lo-
cal authorities but managed to interest the regional authorities or to
win a federal/commercial/regional grant or patronized by the local
authorities as a kind of the “social-economic landmark”. Both cas-
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es are beneficial for the municipal administration to demonstrate to

any higher-ranking authorities when asking for (additional) funding.

Certainly, this typology is far from being complete, and the bound-
aries between types are fluid as they can transform into others under
the influence of external (regional or district policy) or internal (so-
cial and human capital) factors with both positive and negative con-
sequences. However, all types form the basis for the rural survival
strategies and perform the stabilizing function for the local economy.

In general, those agricultural enterprises whose managers/owners
have a significant social resource are in a better position, since their in-
formal connections with the municipal/regional authorities and accumu-
lated social capital (formalized in legal, consulting, information, financial
and other types of assistance) provide such resource-rich entrepreneurs
with better chances for implementing their business development strat-
egy (to get loans and equipment within regional or national programs,
to re-register enterprise, to get financial and consulting assistance, etc.).
In other words, agriculture as an industry of small and medium-sized
commodity producers is often more efficient and sustainable when the
authorities take responsibility for the work of agricultural enterprises
with both economic and administrative levers, admitting the importance
of such producers for preserving rural human capital.

Another important resource for analytical generalizations in rural
case studies are biographies of owners/managers of agricultural en-
terprises, especially in repeated case studies, when we compare ‘qual-
itative’ changes in the stratum of rural entrepreneurs. For instance,
such a typology can be based on the idea of the generational conti-
nuity: in recent decades, the stratum of rural entrepreneurs has be-
come noticeably younger (compared to the previous generation of for-
mer state/collective farm managers and more diversified (a) in terms
of entering this economic niche — some have consistently replaced
their fathers/grandfathers, some at first denied this path but then ac-
cepted it (for different reasons), some were engaged in many urban
or rural activities before making their final choice of agriculture (can
be newcomers for the rural community), reinforced by the state’s at-
titude (many forms of support — grants, expanded subsidies, chang-
es in legislation) and (b) in motives and value orientations (wishes to
organize a profitable business, to change one’s life, to preserve fami-
ly business, to have a more ‘natural’/traditional way of life, to live in
a small community of like-minded people, and so on).

For their part, local communities are interested in new rural en-
trepreneurs — with good knowledge of agricultural production (can
be supplemented by the higher or secondary specialized education),
management experience (in leadership positions), professional skills,
authority among municipal and regional authorities (mainly informal
connections). Many successful rural entrepreneurs become members
of municipal or regional government bodies — due to their ability to
restructure thinking in changing economic conditions, to find solu-
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tions in the most unfavorable conditions, to set goals and work for
results that are associated with both personal and collective success.

Thus, repeated rural case studies show two trends in the development
of rural areas and their human capital: on the one hand, since the mid-
2000s, many local authorities have lost their ability to dictate conditions
to agricultural enterprises and a number of powers (due to the radical
reduction in funding), which accelerated the collapse of agriculture, ag-
gravated the already deplorable situation in some rural areas, especially
in the non-black-earth region, and gave rise to depressive and pessimis-
tic moods among rural population (a feeling of the complete abandon-
ment by the state led to the increasing outflow to the city). On the oth-
er hand, Russia’s rural areas have become a differentiated space with
oases’ of development, mainly due to the new human capital (a cohort
of rural entrepreneurs that establish or preserve agricultural enterpris-
es, including with the help of federal and regional support).

Certainly, the latter trend is reinforced by the contemporary pro-
duction technologies that reduced the number of employees needed.
This trend cannot be considered sustainable positive, since it did not
completely break/reverse the negative trend of the compression of the
old-developed rural territories due to the still unsolved agricultural and
rural problems. Nevertheless, the local entrepreneurial stratum makes
a huge contribution to the development of rural human capital and
economic functions of the village, thus, preserving rural settlements
even in the traditionally most depressed areas. The positive influence
of small and medium-sized rural entrepreneurs on the social and hu-
man rural capital is the main reason why local administrations are so
much interested in them rather than in large enterprises (not to men-
tion huge agroholdings) that, as a rule, do not contribute to the finan-
cial base of the village/region and do not implement social responsibil-
ity to the local community. On the contrary, small and medium-sized
agricultural and other enterprises invest part of their working capi-
tal and profits in maintaining social infrastructure of rural settlements,
fulfilling most of such obligations informally, which strengthens their
relationships and cooperation with the heads of rural municipalities in
the interests of local communities (a micro-public-private partnership).

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What was the price of the Pushkin family estate Mikhailovskoe?

Abstract. The article considers the history of financial relationships between A.S. Push-
kin and his relatives about their family estate Mikhailovskoe, which has not been stud-
ied by Pushkinists, historians or economists despite its importance for understanding
the economic life of both Pushkin and Russian nobility in the mid and late 19th centu-
ry. Mikhailovskoe belonged to Pushkin’s mother, Nadezhda Osipovna. After her death
in 1836, according to the law, Pushkin’s father, Sergey Lvovich received its seventh
share, Pushkin’s sister Olga — its fourteenth share, while the rest was divided equal-
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ly between brothers — Alexander and Lev. Pushkin’s father refused his share in fa-

vor of his daughter. The real division of the estate with 8o male serfs was complicated
and economically meaningless, unlike financial settlement. Pushkin suggested to buy
out Mikhailovskoe for 40 thousand rubles (500 rubles per serf). N.I. Pavlishchev, Ol-
ga’s husband, wanted to receive more money, insisting that the estate was twice more
expensive. Later he reduced the price, but Pushkin did not have enough money, and it
was the second half of 1936, when the events that led to Pushkin’s tragic duel were al-
ready unfolding. In February 1837, Pushkin’s widow, Natalia Nikolaevna, asked the Tsar
for permission to buy out Mikhailovskoe for her children. The custody of Pushkin’s chil-
dren was appointed, and, after lengthy negotiations, in 1844 Mikhailovskoe was bought
out. The heirs — Lev, Olga and Natalia Nikolaevna — received money for their shares
based on the estate’s price of 34 thousand rubles. Owners of the estate with equal
shares were Pushkin’s children — Maria, Alexander, Grigory and Natalia. In 1856, Push-
kin’s sons bought out their sisters’ shares. In 1870, Grigory became the sole owner of
Mikhailovskoe. In 1899, the estate was bought out by the Treasury for 144,600 rubles;
however, this was mainly the price of forest rather than serfs.

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Peasants’ exercise of the rights to alcohol trade in excise Rus-
sia (1863-1894)

Abstract. The author considers the peasants’ rights to open or close pubs under the ex-
cise system in Russia. Such an analysis is important for understanding the communal
legal consciousness, peasant perception of the alcohol trade and consumption, exter-
nal and internal factors of peasant behavior at communal gatherings, and the govern-
ment reasons for refusing free alcohol trade in the 1890s. Rural peasant communi-

ty was considered by the government as a stronghold of national stability, sobriety and
order; therefore, it was given the right to authorize or prohibit the sale of alcohol in vil-
lages. In fact, moral principles did not prevail in the communal perception of alcohol
trade. Most decisions of peasant gatherings had no moral basis, and a permission to
open a pub was usually based on the wine merchant’s bribe. Despite legislative prohi-
bitions, peasant gatherings accepted backsheesh in alcohol, money or their combina-
tion. In the excise period, the number of pubs remained high, there was a monopoliza-
tion trend, and drunkenness was a serious social problem. The author argues that all
attempts to make peasants guardians of the state interest in alcohol trade were unsuc-
cessful. The ease with which peasant votes were bought, omnipotence of rural authori-
ties, and peasant dependence on the wine merchant forced the government to involve
provincial and district authorities in the public control of alcohol trade. However, the re-
sult did not meet expectations; thereby, the government banned free alcohol trade and
introduced wine monopoly.

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Abstract. The article considers the peasant riot that spread to several villages of the
Podolsk Province in the spring of 1914. Those events were special, because the “trou-
blemakers” were monarchist peasants influenced by the Black-Hundred Pochaev Un-
ion of the Russian People led by the Archimandrite Vitaly (Maksimenko). The fact that
the peasant strike, protests against the zemstvo and other “revolutionary” manifesta-
tions were the result of the right-wing political agitation attracted special attention of lo-
cal and central authorities. Based on the documents of Russian and Ukrainian archives
and pre-revolutionary periodicals, the authors reconstruct in detail the peasant unrest
in Podolia, its causes and consequences, focusing on the reaction of the provincial au-
thorities, government bodies and special services, their attitude to the awakening peas-
ant political activity. The authors argue that these issues, despite being particular cas-
es, are vivid illustrations of complex relationship between the authorities and the Black
Hundreds and allow to understand representations and moods of the peasantry in
Right-Bank Ukraine, which joined en masse the Union of the Russian People in the ear-
ly 20th century. This episode from the history of the peasant movement in the Podolsk
Province explains why the former Black-Hundred peasants began to join the left-wing
radical political movements and Ukrainian rebel groups during the 1947 Revolution and
civil war.

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“Village Languishing in Ignorance...”: Woman’s fate in the lyrics
of S. A. Esenin during the World War |

Abstract. As its witness and participant, S. A. Esenin responded to the World War | with
works written in 1914-1945. As the “singer of the village”, the poet sincerely worried
about peasants who were close to him and went to the front. Most of Esenin’s works
about the World War | reflect the village life and changes in the usual peasant way of life,
especially the unfortunate fate of the peasant woman, to whom the poems “The Patterns”
(<1914>) and “The Mother’s Prayer” (<1914>) are dedicated. Esenin shows the bride’s
grief and tells the story of the lonely mother commemorating her breadwinner son. Other
works inspired by war events also present female images: in the little poem “Rus” (1914),
Esenin describes militia, departure of men, women waiting for and receiving news from
the front and faith in victory as moments in the life of peasant women inseparable from
village realities. When repeatedly describing the sendoff of men from villages, Esenin not
only emphasizes the crying of women anticipating troubles but also mentions outdoor
festivities of recruits with playful girls, referring to his personal experience (“Through the
Village by the Crooked Path...”, 1914). However, the main result of war for the poet is the
death of soldiers; therefore, the images of peasant women in his works of the World War
| are associated mainly with tears, suffering and commemoration.

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“Face of the village”: Activities of the Vyatka Provincial Commit-
tee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) to revitalize
rural and volost organizations in 1924-1926

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Abstract. The author considers the litsom k derevne (‘turning to the village’) policy im-
plemented by the ruling party in 1924-1926. The article is based on the materials of
the Central State Archive of the Kirov Region and on the principles of historicism, objec-
tivity and historical institutionalism. The author focuses on the activities of the commis-
sion for work in the village of the Vyatka Provincial Committee and its practical meas-
ures to create a non-party activist group, attract peasants and strengthen the lower
Soviet level. The study of the peasant everyday life in one volost of the province, in par-
ticular of the communist peasants’ farms, showed that many members of rural and vo-
lost party organizations were not much different from the so-called “well-off village
elite” and were closely connected with it. By joining the ruling party, young active peas-
ants got a good chance to improve their social status and make a career. The provin-
cial committee aimed at encouraging poor peasants, hired farm workers, peasants who
served in the Red Army, Komsomol members and activists of delegate women’s meet-
ings to join the party by promoting them to various paid positions in the Soviet and par-
ty apparatus and cooperation. The author argues that the litsom k derevne policy al-
lowed the party elite to organize the rural poor and farm workers, thus, creating “rural
proletariat”, splitting the village, and “making” a “class” of kulaks as its main enemy in
the village.

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Abstract. In the history of Soviet kolkhoz (collective-farm) research, the ‘advanced kolk-
hoz (millionaire) phenomenon’ remains almost unexplored, although it was a notable
social-economic phenomenon. Members of the Korean advanced kolkhozes in Central
Asia, which operated from the late 1930s to the 1980s, at first adapted to the kolkhoz
system through hard work, but later became very active in creating social-cultural insti-
tutions within the kolkhoz system for common benefit (not only ethnic Koreans but also
natives). Regionally, the overwhelming majority of Korean advanced kolkhozes, includ-
ing the legendary ‘Polar Star’ and ‘Politotdel’, were active in Uzbekistan, followed by Ka-
zakhstan. Perhaps, Korean advanced kolkhozes in Central Asia reached the peak of
the Soviet-style socialist agricultural development in the 1960s — 1970s. These well-
to-do Korean kolkhozes in Central Asia developed a strong social infrastructure in their
community as a basis for the contemporary living culture. Local common assets were
formed from their own abundant undivided funds, consumption and cultural funds.
However, what is more important is that Korean kolkhozes-millionaires not only built an
excellent material and technical foundation in the village based on their high economic
performance, but also created harmonious multiethnic communities while enjoying var-
ious social benefits similar to city life.

Unexplored phenomenon of advanced kolkhozes

The post-war period in the Soviet Union, especially from the 1950s
and 1970s, provide a lot of data on advanced kolkhozes. The materi-
als were truly diverse, ranging from articles in periodicals (newspa-
pers and magazines) describing specific kolkhozes to documentaries,
pamphlets written by chairs of the kolkhoz management committee or
journalists, and academic research®. In addition, academic studies ad-
dressed the nature, operation, and problems of the kolkhoz system to
present some advanced kolkhozes, conditions and farming styles that
would allow underdeveloped kolkhozes to catch up the advanced ones?.
Although such materials were not free from ideology imposed by the
state socialist system at the time, they provide useful information on
the history, experience, analysis and statistics of the initial kolkhoz-
es organization in various parts of the Soviet Union, their subsequent
operation, and the causes of their success and failure.

However, since the 19gos, the history of the Russian advanced-kolk-
hoz research remains almost empty. Most researchers seem to ig-
nore this issue as an episode or do not fully recognize its importance.
Therefore, it is not surprising that no serious academic works focus-
ing on the advanced kolkhoz have been published (Beznin, Dimoni,

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2014; Koznova, 2016; Kondrashin, 1997). One might say that advanced
kolkhoz as a specific research topic is nothing more than propagan-
da to hide the failure of the Soviet authorities’ agricultural and rural
policies or that the number of advanced kolkhozes was so small that
it can be ignored academically. Thus, T. Zaslavskaya’s memories of
the miserable state of the Soviet countryside in the 1g50s vividly tes-
tify how poor and desolate the lives of “rural residents who had fall-
en into the abyss” were after the World War II compared with “the
city which was considered a paradise” (Zaslavskaya, 2000). It is dif-
ficult to estimate the share of advanced kolkhozes in the total num-
ber of kolkhozes in the Soviet Union, since the criteria for being ‘ad-
vanced’ or ‘underdeveloped’ were practical (technical) and relative:
there were a few cases, when the same kolkhoz was once ‘advanced’
and later turned into ‘underdeveloped’, or vice versa.

According to the report in the newspaper “Lenin’s Banner” (in
Korean, published in Kazakhstan in the Soviet era), there were
13 kolkhozes-millionaires in the Republic of Kazakhstan in 1940 and
285 in 1954% and in the early 1960s, the number of advanced kolkhoz-
es reached approximately 3,000 in the Soviet Union”. These num-
bers may be somewhat exaggerated; however, there always were
advanced kolkhozes in the agricultural belt of the Soviet Union, in-
cluding Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, and Central Asia. Based on the
periodicals, pamphlets, documentaries and testimonies of people who
lived at that time, it is clear that advanced kolkhozes were a notable
socio-economic phenomenon.

On the other hand, in the peasant-studies perspective, the igno-
rance of the advanced-kolkhoz phenomenon is determined by the fact
that most studies describe Soviet peasants as too passive, i.e., as vic-
tims of the wrong land system and agricultural policy. However, as
was historically proven by the peasantry worldwide, peasants pas-
sively adapt to the policies and influence of those in power, while
constantly using “weapons of the weak” for their survival and moral
economy and fight in various ways (Scott, 1971; 1985). The same was
true for members of the Soviet advanced kolkhoz.

In the late 19208 — early 1930s, after the craze for full-scale col-
lectivization, as time passed, many kolkhoz members self-organized
to transform the kolkhoz into an organization advantageous to them.
It was an attempt to create a system in which people could enjoy ad-

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vantages of the community life without a huge gap between the rich
and the poor. In particular, members of the advanced kolkhoz among
the Central-Asian Koreans (from the late 1930s to the 198os) first
adapted to the kolkhoz system through hard labor, and then active-
ly engaged in creating institutions (large-scale accumulation of com-
mon assets for the common good), following new ideas about common
benefit. Therefore, the advanced kolkhoz phenomenon can be a very
interesting research subject to understand how the peasant passivi-
ty and activity were dynamically combined within the Soviet system.

Another reason for the scientific ignorance of the advanced kolkhoz
phenomenon is the duality of kolkhoz, which may be due to the lack of
comprehensive recognition of the fact that it was not only a basic agri-
cultural production unit, but also a social and cultural community that
served as the heart of rural society. Commercial farms pursuit prof-
it is their top priority, agricultural systems pursue both self-consump-
tion and commercial profit, i.e., there is no inseparable or close rela-
tionship between production units and local communities. However, in
countries of the socialist camp, including the Soviet Union and East-
ern Europe, collective and cooperative farms were unique as collective
production units that functioned as farmer-centered village communi-
ties. The fact that production and living culture, in which local com-
munity members participated, was a key component of the rural sys-
tem is a very important historical aspect for understanding the nature
of the Soviet socialist civilization in the 20th century.

On the other hand, there are several works and biographies on the
Central-Asian Korean advanced kolkhoz written after the collapse
of the Soviet Union, for instance, the work of several researchers
(Seong, 2006; Lim, 2007; Hwang, 2007) in Korean and of Soviet Ko-
reans (Vanin, 2006; Ten, 2005; Kim, 2021), descendants of more than
170,000 immigrants who were forced to move from the Far Eastern
Region to Central Asia in 1937. These works describe the first strug-
gles and organization of the advanced Korean kolkhozes, focusing on
the “Polar Star”, “Politotdel”, “Pravda” and “Nothern Lighthouse”
which were legendary kolkhozes-millionaires in Central Asia. These
works highlight the remarkable achievements of these kolkhozes in
agricultural production and in the development of social and cultural
infrastructure, mentioning achievements of their leaders granted the
title of the Socialist Labour Hero by the Soviet government. Such a
focus on the famous kolkhozes’ committee chairs indicates a person-
ality-centered, nationalist approach determined by the fact that Ko-
reans were oppressed under the Stalinist regime and were suddenly
relocated to an unfamiliar area thousands of kilometers away from
their historical homeland. Nevertheless, their descendants overcame
numerous difficulties and achieved a great victory in their “new home-
land”: their advanced kolkhozes were based on hard work and cre-
ativity recognized as the national features of the Korean people in
Central Asia.
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When considering the advanced-kolkhoz phenomenon, a specif-
ic leader-centered approach and a national perspective have limita-
tions. It is clear that leaders with excellent organizational capabilities
played a decisive role in the success of advanced Korean kolkhozes.
However, it is recognized that their capabilities were basically devel-
oped in the structural environment of the Soviet land system and ag-
ricultural policy, with the help of organizational factors such as effi-
cient labor organization and strengthened labor discipline, and in the
favorable social and cultural conditions of ‘socialist internationalism’
in Central Asia. Therefore, the study of the Central-Asian Kore-
an advanced kolkhozes should reveal both their specific features and
general characteristics shared with other Soviet advanced kolkhozes.

Perspectives and concepts: kolkhoz system, commons and
community-wealth building

The Soviet kolkhoz was economically an agricultural production unit,
but socially it was also the central institution of the rural commu-
nity. Therefore, to explain the nature of the kolkhoz system, first,
we should reveal the connection between these two aspects, apply-
ing relevant conceptual tools. I suggest to use the terms ‘commons’
(Standing, 2019; Ostrom, 19go; Bollier, 2014), ‘community-wealth
building’(Guinan, O’Neillm, 2019); Brown, Jones, 2021)", and ‘com-
mon spaces’(The Care Collective, 2020) to comprehensively under-
stand the economic nature and social aspects of the kolkhoz system,
and also the concept of ‘recognition struggle™ to reveal the mentali-
ty and attitude of Korean immigrants who had unique political tasks
different from Russians and native peoples of Central Asia.
Commons are not commodities to be bought or sold but the ba-
sis for collective life, a common resource that community members
can use according to mutually agreed rules, and a set of norms and
practices to manage these resources. Therefore, commons can play
a positive role in social relationships — strengthen the bonds of
community members, moral norms that prevent deviation, and cul-
tural exchange and diversity that allow to be open to other groups
while maintaining one’s group identity. Almost all commons are to
some degree connected to the state and markets. For creating and

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114 maintaining large-scale common resources, the group needs support
and protection from the public sector, such as national or local gov-
uctopns  ernments. If the community appropriately uses market mechanisms
(rather than capitalism)®, it can significantly help to develop com-

mons with its own funds.

The Korean advanced kolkhozes’ workers in Central Asia adapt-
ed to the national system of the Soviet kolkhoz, but at the same time
created their own social-cultural system by using the institution-
al advantages and opportunities within the Soviet economy. For the
researchers of advanced Soviet kolkhozes, commons are (1) joint ef-
forts of villagers to create a ‘commonwealth’ in rural areas, (2) and
common assets and resource management such as the collective pro-
duction facilities, village infrastructure, social-cultural institutions,
(3) and also a practical paradigm for the village community autonomy
that result in a multi-ethnic friendly community. In other words, nu-
merous advanced or millionaire kolkhozes' established by Koreans in
Central Asia from the late 1940s to the 1980s, their social infrastruc-
ture, their public spaces and networks of relationships can be inter-
preted as a kind of ‘commons’.

In addition, various projects and efforts of Korean advanced kolk-
hozes in Central Asia can be also considered in the perspective of cre-
ating community assets and expanding common space. The commu-
nity-wealth building is a new economic-social development tool that
emerged under the decline of local communities and deepening ine-
quality. It is not an accumulation of wealth through private owner-
ship but a regional strategy based on the formation and maintenance
of community assets®”, which emphasizes the leading role not of the
large-scale external capital but of the local community, its internal re-
sources, partnership of its various organizations and mutually benefi-
cial cooperation methods. For villagers, common space is an essential
physical element and medium for a healthy local community and ac-
cumulation of social capital. Individuals who frequently use common

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spaces and participate in common programs are more likely to de-
velop friendly relationships. Common spaces become a place for daily
communication and constitute a culture of consultation and coopera-
tion'S. But to function in such a way for a long time, common spaces
need institutional support and partnership.

Central-Asian advanced Korean kolkhozes

When Koreans were deported from the Far East to Central Asia in
the fall of 1937, they immediately started to reorganize kolkhozes.
With a few exceptions, Korean kolkhozes in Central Asia kept their
names and members (as before deportation)?. In 1937, there were 138
Korean kolkhozes operating in the Far East, mainly in the Ussuri Re-
gion (53) and the Primorsky Region (50), while the rest developed
in the Khabarovsk Region (21), Jewish Autonomous Region (8), and
Amur Region (4) (Lee Jaehoon, 2015: 173—177). In the Primorsky Re-
gion, despite the opposition of some rich peasants, Koreans support-
ed the ‘comprehensive collectivization’ policy that began in the late
1920s. The collectivization rate of Korean peasants in the Far East in-
creased rapidly from 6.9% in 1929 to 25.2% in 1930, 37.8% in 1931, and
82% in 1932, which was far ahead of the general collectivization rate
of 62% in the Far East (Shim Youngseop, Kim German, 1999; Lee
Chae-moon, 2007: 265—266). For instance, in the Posiet district of the
Primorsky krai, where Koreans accounted for about go% of popula-
tion, the collectivization rate reached g5% in 1933 (Haruki, 1987: 44—
45). The main reasons were as follows: (1) most of them came from
poor peasants in the northern part of the Korean peninsula and vol-
untarily moved to the Primorsky Region in the late 1gth — early 20th
centuries; (2) they supported the Russian Revolution in the Far East
and Siberia, fought against Japanese imperialists, and chose a ‘so-
cialist homeland’.

In the late 1930s, 66 kolkhozes were reported to have been reor-
ganized by Korean immigrants in Kazakhstan (Kim, 2005: 212—214);
many were organized in Uzbekistan, some in Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
and Turkmenistan. This number decreased significantly due to the

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policy of consolidating kolkhozes carried out in the 19508 — 19608
and the policy of turning some collective farms into soviet farms af-
ter the 1960s®.

The Koreans” movement to a completely unfamiliar region and
settlement in their ‘new hometown’ were accompanied by hard labor
and unbearable sufferings as they had to adapt to completely new
geographical, climatic, ethnic and cultural environments. Many of
the lands allocated to them were wastelands. Korean peasants in the
Tashkent Region of Uzbekistan had only primitive tools to cultivate
reed grasslands and swamps on the left bank of the Chirchik River,
infested with mosquitoes and howling wild cats. The construction of
irrigation canals also required hard labor to grow rice and cotton in
Central Asia, where annual rainfall is much less than on the Kore-
an Peninsula or in the Primorsky Region. Lots of immigrants had
to sleep in yurts (tents), clubs, barns, animal nurseries, stables, and
warehouses due to the lack of residential facilities. They suffered from
various infectious diseases, including scurvy, typhoid fever, diphthe-
ria, dysentery, brucellosis, measles, and malaria. However, Korean
immigrants not only survived with their tireless efforts and with the
help of natives, but also created many successful kolkhozes in a short
period of time. The economic success of advanced Korean kolkhoz-
es in Central Asia was determined by the record yields of such crops
as rice, cotton, kenaf and corn and the profitability of raising live-
stock. Later these kolkhozes served as a base for the development of
the Korean diaspora in each republic of Central Asia and the Sovi-
et Union (Kim, 1954).

The first Korean kolkhozes-millionaires appeared in Kazakhstan
in the late 19408 — late 1g50s, just 3-4 years after the end of the
World War II and 10 years after Koreans settled in Central Asia. The
rich Korean kolkhozes — Kazakhstan’s “Avant-garde”, “Gigant”,
“grd International”, Uzbekistan’s “Polar Star”, “Northern Light-
house”, “Dimitrov”, “Politotdel”, “Pravda”, and “Sverdlov” etec. —
built a strong social infrastructure and established a base for living
culture. Kolkhoz families equipped each house with electricity, gas,
refrigerators, radios, televisions, bought motoreycles and even some
own cars, asphalted roads connecting the kolkhoz central village with
its branches; decent houses, schools, kindergartens, palaces of cul-
ture, power plants, hotels, hospitals, department stores, restaurants,
social-welfare complexes, large stadiums, youth camps, resorts, and
health centers with modern facilities were built one after another®.

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The leaders of advanced Korean kolkhozes paid special attention to
schools for the younger generation: in addition to the Korean histor-
ical tradition of respect to education, such a tendency was also the
main means of the struggle for recognition of ‘subversive’ as legiti-
mate citizens in the new homeland. It is no coincidence that by the
late 19708, Koreans were among the most educated peoples in Cen-
tral Asia.

These ‘homogeneous’ Korean kolkhozes integrated several
nearby underdeveloped kolkhozes according to the Soviet state
policy of consolidating kolkhozes in the early 19508 — 1960s. As a
result, one kolkhoz became a combination of more than 10 different
ethnic groups, turning into a multi-ethnic kolkhoz in a multi-eth-
nic country. Nevertheless, as the majority of managers (including
committee chairmen) and members of such kolkhozes were Kore-
ans, they were usually called ‘Korean kolkhozes’ (until the mid-
1980s)*. In Central Asia, in a very short period of time, Koreans
got a reputation of the excellent people — diligent, sincere and
good at farming and education. What is more important, is that
advanced Korean kolkhozes not only ensured an excellent materi-
al and technical foundation of the village based on high economic
performance, but also a harmonious multi-ethnic community en-
joying various social benefits at the city level. However, in the
mid-198o0s — early 19gos, under the perestroika, subsequent col-
lapse of the Soviet Union and privatization of national assets, this
unique “paradise in the desert” was lost.

According to various materials, including the newspaper “Lenin’s
Banner” (1946—1990) as the main source of this research, pamphlets
written by Korean heads of the advanced kolkhozes” management
committees (Kim Byug Hwa, Hwang Man Geum), documentaries,
and testimonies of that era, many Central-Asian Korean kolkhozes
were once or for decades called advanced or millionaires, mainly in
Uzbekistan, followed by Kazakhstan. There are about 50 advanced
Korean kolkhozes identified so far. The question is how poor Kore-
an peasants, who were only yesterday growing rice in Primorisky
Region, and today started to grow cotton and kenaf, crops unfamil-
iar to them, and raise dairy cows also unfamiliar to them in unfa-
miliar Central Asian, by maximizing the advantages of social labor,
managed to create an “oasis in the desert” — agricultural socialist
civilization — and eventually become the embodiment of the Sovi-
et internationalism.

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Institutional context and organizational foundation
of the advanced Korean kolkhozes

Institutional context: opportunities and limitations of the kolkhoz system

The Soviet kolkhoz rapidly organized since the late 1920s under the
policy of “comprehensive collectivization” was primarily driven by
an ambitious state initiative. In general, peasants were mobilized
by the Stalinist regime and forced to make considerable sacrific-
es. Certainly, there were poor peasants motivated to meet their
desperate economic needs through the collective production meth-
od called kolkhoz. One might go further and argue that the kolk-
hoz form as a production unit is more in line with Russia’s natu-
ral conditions and peasant collectivist traditions than commercial
farms or peasant cooperatives based on private ownership (Ba-
bashkin, 20115 2015).

The operation of the Soviet kolkhoz was overwhelmingly influ-
enced by the state policy (from above), but at the same time it could
not help but meet certain requirements of its peasants (from below).
During the Soviet period, “national goals that must be achieved” were
set ‘vertically’ — from Moscow’s Kremlin through rural district par-
ties to kolkhozes. However, the entity that achieved or failed to
achieve the planned national goals was the kolkhoz made up of peas-
ants with their own wants and needs. Therefore, it can be said that
the kolkhoz was a hybrid system combining both the state demands
with the peasant needs and their tense relationship. It was neither a
pure state institution or a pure agricultural cooperative. The Sovi-
et leadership defined the ideal feature of the kolkhoz as its ability to
properly combine individual and social interests, and the challenge
was to ensure their balance. Advanced (millionaire) kolkhozes of the
Soviet period were those kolkhozes that succeeded to a large extent
in achieving this balance.

The Soviet kolkhoz was formally a peasant organization, but
in practice it could not be free from the state control. On the one
hand, the state guardianship implied the requirement to achieve
national plans and the control over the composition of kolkhoz
leadership, including the chairman of the management commit-
tee; on the other hand, the state provided institutional and ag-
ricultural policy support through its various agencies. Kolkhoz
leaders were often dissatisfied with the Soviet centralized planned
economic system as applied to kolkhozes at the district level —
‘from above’. In the early 196os, Hwang Man Geum, the chair-
man of the management committee of the “Politotdel”, said that
the national plan and the plan developed by the kolkhoz should
be properly combined, and insisted that production goals should
be set per hectare, not per kolkhoz, because the soil quality dif-
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fered>. His statement follows the arguments of the organiza-
tion-production school (Chayanov school) (Nikulin, 2017; Chayanov,
1927; Chelintsev, 1962; Makarov, 966). A. Chayanov, A. Chelintsev,
N. Makarov and other representatives of this school argued that
the entire Soviet Union should be organized not as a homogene-
ous unit but as a unit focusing on the most profitable production
based on the quality of land. On the other hand, within the insti-
tutional and agricultural policy support, what had a decisive mean-
ing for the peasants was the allocation of land, credits for building
agricultural infrastructure, tax benefits, and the supply of inputs,
such as various agricultural machines and fertilizers. For the Cen-
tral-Asian Korean kolkhoz, the state institutional support was es-
sential due to the resettlement to an unfamiliar area far away from
the Primorsky Region and the need to start from scratch.

Since the kolkhoz was not directly managed by the state like the
sovkhoz, it had to form and expand its own assets, except for the land
provided for permanent lease. The indicator of the expansion of the
kolkhoz assets was indivisible capital (funds) accumulated at the end
of each fiscal year. According to the Article 12 of the 1935 Kolkhoz
Standards Regulations, the kolkhoz had to allocate 15% of its annu-
al financial income as indivisible capital (Decisions of the Party and
Government on Economic Issues (1917—1967)). This indivisible fund
was used for the construction of agricultural and livestock buildings,
houses and power plants, major repairs, purchase of agricultural ma-
chinery and transport, expansion of irrigation networks, and pur-
chase of other production inputs®. Central-Asian Korean millionaire
kolkhozes constantly attempted to take full advantage of such institu-
tional opportunities, minimizing their restrictions. As a result, since
the late 1940s, the record agricultural production levels were achieved,
which determined abundant indivisible funds, consumption, cultural
and social welfare funds, i.e., “desert oases — beautiful garden cit-
ies” in Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan.

Competent and dedicated leader

In general, among the key factors that influenced the success or fail-
ure of the kolkhoz, the most significant were as follows: who was ap-
pointed or elected as the chairman and what kind of leader he was.
The ideal type of the kolkhoz management committee chairman as
prescribed by the Soviet leadership was “a commander of kolkhoz
production, an introducer of advanced experience, a propagator of
agricultural knowledge, a practitioner of the Communist Party’s ag-
ricultural policy, an educator of peasants, and a disseminator of new
cultural customs, a standard bearer of socialist competition, a pio-

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neer of communist morality, and an indomitable fighter for the new”=.
These features are also very important for considering the phenome-
non of advanced Korean kolkhozes in Central Asia*. In fact, in many
cases the leader’s role was crucial both when the kolkhoz was ini-
tially underdeveloped and made a leap forward to become advanced
kolkhoz, and when the advanced kolkhoz turned into underdeveloped
kolkhoz at some point®. For instance, in the case of the “Lenin” kolk-
hoz (Kazakhstan, Kyzyl-Orda Region), the basic causes of backward-
ness were the low level of production control, lack of improvement
in selection, placement, and training of managers, and their low re-
sponsibility for work®.

Russian researcher Yu. Kostyashov in his book Eweryday Life
of the Post-War Village: From the History of the Resettled Kolkhoz
in the Kaliningrad Region (1946—1953) analyzed 230 biographies of
chairmen of the kolkhoz management committees (1946—1953) and
identified 7 basic types of them (Kostyashov, 2015: 167-178):

1. drunkard — the most common leader type in the kolkhoz, who is
always drunk, does not appear at general meetings, and mainly
lies on the chair in the rural soviet;

2. accidental type: one who happens to get that position; even if
one appeals to quit at each general meeting, one is re-appointed
against one’s will;

3. desk-bound type: sits in the office and ‘leads’, never interacting
with people or visiting the production site.

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4. self-provision type: blatant greedy individuals preoccupied with
personal enrichment by stealing and expropriating the kolkhoz
property;

5. organized-crime type: a gang of thieves, a variety of type (d); they
appoint relatives and friends to key positions and work together
to plunder the kolkhoz;

6. parachute type: leader who does not know much about agriculture
but has connections with district or higher authorities and is of-
ten dispatched to cover up their misdeeds;

7. authoritarian leader: usually a former soldier or the World War II
veteran, who exercises coercive power over collective farmers in an
administrative-command rather than economic manner.

None of the seven types is ‘positive’ as a kolkhoz leader, all of
them are negative. M. Beznin and T. Dimoni added the type “repro-
duction of kolkhoz dynasties’ in the book Agrarian System of Rus-
sia: the Dubrov family of Donbas and the Linkov family of the Vo-
logda Region each served as chairmen of the kolkhoz management
committee for three generations in a row (Beznin, Dimoni, 2014:
222), which can be called “privatization of kolkhoz”. Such these
negative types of leaders are often mentioned in works on the his-
tory of the Russian peasants’ mentality under the Soviet kolkhoz
system. Obviously, with such leaders, collective farmers would not
show a positive attitude toward the kolkhoz labour, and it would not
achieve good economic performance. Furthermore, it would be dif-
ficult to expect moral behavior from kolkhozniki in their daily life.
The fact that there was a significant number of these negative types
of kolkhoz leaders throughout the Soviet history — the 1930s to the
1980s — is repeatedly confirmed by various materials and the tes-
timonies of contemporaries. Even in the newspaper “Lenin’s Ban-
ner”, one can finds articles exposing and warning about the behav-
ior of these negative types of leaders.

However, it would be misleading to generalize all Soviet kolkhoz
leaders as negative types. In fact, in many rural areas of the Soviet
Union, there were quite a few “honest and descent leaders”, “dedicat-
ed and leading by example”, “competent organizers” or “agricultur-
al experts”. They showed record-breaking achievements in farming
and animal husbandry by overcoming or bypassing various natural,
institutional or human factors unfavorable for normal agricultural
activities. Together with their foremen and assistants, they led the
development and modernization of productive capacity in underde-
veloped Soviet rural areas by awakening collective farmers’ enthu-
siasm and creativity. It can be said that they were innovators who
strived to maximize advantages of the Soviet agricultural system and
rural policy and to minimize their limitations and problems. Never-
theless, the Soviet regime did not succeed in the systematic nation-
al dissemination of good leaders’ experience, knowledge, enthusiasm
and capabilities.
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Unlike the kolkhoz leaders of the Kaliningrad Region after the
war, leaders of the Central- Asian advanced Korean (millionaire) kolk-
hozes were not alcoholics — they were honest and did not steal com-
munal property, they knew how to run an organization efficiently, had
extensive experience and specialized knowledge in farming, they led
informally, by example and in harmony with kolkhoz members, they
were sincere in their kolkhoz and village community projects, they
were overwhelmingly altruistic and devoted to villagers (Kim, 2011
11). Above all, they knew how to solve the most vulnerable problem
in the kolkhoz system — of motivating kolkhozniki to work®. Fur-
thermore, they practiced socialist internationalism in rural areas in
the multi-ethnic country.

In this research, these leaders are divided into four basic types
as follows.

Oriental virtuous leader with principles: “Polar Star” leader
Kim Byung Hwa?®

Kim Byung Hwa was a former Red Army officer and Communist Par-
ty member, a Socialist Labor Hero (twice — in 1948 and 1g51). He
was elected as a deputy to the Supreme Council of the Uzbek Repub-
lic (1961). His leadership style was not authoritarian, he seemed to
embody the Eastern proverb “Humble your body but raise your mind”.
Although he had a peasant background, he seemed to have the dig-
nity of a nobleman. He was culturally sophisticated, behaved hum-
bly, was benevolent and frugal in private life. People who visited his
home were amazed at his asceticism when they saw its simple fur-
nishing (Vanin, 2006: 261). He was respected by all kolkhoz members
by living a life of an ordinary kolkhoznik and by taking the same care
of all kolkhoz members as of his own family*.

After Kim Byung Hwa took office as chairman of the management
committee in 1940, he held a daily work meeting at 5 am to strengthen
poor work discipline, which was one of the main reasons for the kolk-
hoz backwardness in social production. Instead of sitting in the office,
he was in the fields with kolkhoz workers from sunrise to sunset, be-
ing engaged in farming all day long. As a leader, he worked with ag-
ricultural experts to identify the causes of low productivity and en-
sured that kolkhozniki’s working hours were accurately recorded for
salary calculations. Kim Byung Hwa even distributed surplus produc-
tion that exceeded the national payment plan equally among kolkhoz
members. He refused any special treatment other than the chairman
salary. Anyone could express their opinion on kolkhoz management

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to the chairman, and if a proposal was reasonable and constructive,
there was no hesitation in accepting it at the executive committee, but
he severely reprimanded kolkhoz members for lies or laziness.

Moreover, Kim Byung Hwa, who served as the kolkhoz leader for
34 years (1940—1974), did not appoint any family members or rela-
tives to key positions. In selecting foremen (brigadirs) and assistants
(2venievyh), on whose work the kolkhoz productivity directly depend-
ed, he followed the principle of meritocracy: “honest and sincere com-
munist” was the main criteria. Even in his daily life, he did not allow
himself or his family members to enjoy any preferential treatment.
There is a famous anecdote that he forbade his wife to use kolkhoz
vehicles when she went to the market. Therefore, it was no coinci-
dence that he earned the trust of kolkhoz workers in a short period
of time. Kim Byung Hwa was the first ideal leader of the advanced
Korean kolkhoz in Central Asia.

Entrepreneurial leader who looks ahead: Hwang Man Geum, leader of the
“Politotdel”

Hwang Man Geum, who served as the chairman of the management
committee of “Politotdel” kolkhoz for more than 3o years (1954—1985),
was famous not only in Uzbekistan but in the Soviet Union. Although
he was a district agricultural manager, he wanted to become a lead-
er of an underdeveloped kolkhoz. Before he became the chairman
of the management committee, the “Politotdel” kolkhoz was among
the poorest but not due to barren land, lack of agricultural machin-
ery or workers. Despite snowy winters, rice and kenaf were still in
the fields, and villagers held a drinking party. 30%—40% of kolkhoz
members did not participate in collective labor even though they had
the ability to work.

When Hwang Man Geum was elected the new chairman of the
management committee in January 1954, the urgent task was to en-
sure work discipline. From his first day in office, he toured all kolkhoz
plots and workshops one by one, holding meetings with enthusiasts.
And early the next morning, he put on his work clothes and boots
and headed to the rice threshing floor. In this way, he led by example
and taught his workers, and they never left the work site. As a result,
cotton harvest that previously had taken five months was complet-
ed in a month. Hwang Man Geum appointed capable and experienced
people, including several socialist labor heroes, as work team leaders.
Moreover, he took steps to reduce the overextended private gardens,
and some workers dissatisfied with this step left the kolkhoz. In 1955,
“Politotdel” was already among the advanced kolkhozes of the region.

Hwang Man Geum energetically aimed at rationalizing work or-
ganization on the principle of hiring for talent and ability, applying
new farming technologies, introducing mechanization, and satisfying
material needs of kolkhoz workers. As a result, the kolkhoz record-
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ed the national highest yields in kenaf, cotton, and corn, and got ad-
ditional profit in husbandry, greenhouses, and raising quails. Hwang
Man Geum was a leader with an outstanding entrepreneurial temper-
ament. He also deeply understood the interconnection of the improved
productivity, high standard of living, social welfare, developed cultur-
al and sports activities. His enthusiastic interest and support of the
amateur art troupe of the “Politotdel” and sports activities, includ-
ing the soccer team, made the kolkhoz reach the highest level in the
Republic of Uzbekistan. He knew exactly what a kolkhoz near the
capital city Tashkent needed to attract young people dreaming of a
big city life. He also had excellent skills in establishing personal re-
lationships, which helped him to get support of the high-ranking par-
ty and government leaders. As a socialist labour hero (1958), he was
appointed a deputy of the Supreme Soviet of the Uzbek Republic and
a member of the Central Committee of the Uzbek Communist Party,
and also attended the General Assembly of the Central Committee of
the Communist Party of the Soviet Union held in Moscow as an Uz-
bek representatives°.

Excellent organizer with a high level of education: Choi Ivan, leader of the

“Pravda”

Among the kolkhoz leaders of his time, not only in Central Asia but
also in the Soviet Union, Choi Ivan was one of the very few who got
the best education and had already had a career before taking office
as a chairman of the management committee?. It was due to the so-
cialist education system that he was able to get higher education. He
was born in 1go1 in the Primorsky Region and as a child of a poor
farmer had to work as a hired hand for a wealthy farmer from the age
of 14. In 1917, his family moved to Petrograd, the capital of the Rus-
sian Empire, in search of work, and the boy Ivan joined the Russian
Revolution with a group of Koreans. Under the Soviet system in the
19208, he graduated from the Plekhanov University of People’s Eco-
nomics in Moscow. Until 1937, he continued his career in Sakhalin as
a district party secretary and as the director of the large state com-
pany (Kim, 2021: 9g—10). In 1937—1940, when the Stalinist regime’s op-
pressions was at its peak, Choi Ivan was imprisoned like other Ko-
rean leaders, but released as there was no evidence of a crime. After
moving to Uzbekistan, Choi Ivan, who regained membership in the
Communist Party, worked as the deputy manager of the “Pravda”
kolkhoz and as a foreman of the animal breeding farm for eight years
(from 1942). During his leadership as the chairman of the manage-
ment committee (1950—1972), “Pravda” turned into one of the lead-

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ing kolkhozes not only in the Tashkent Region but also in the Re-
public of Uzbekistan.

Choi Ivan led “Pravda” to the top-level kolkhozes with his eco-
nomic education, agricultural knowledge, leadership experience and
extraordinary organizing skills. He began his service by visiting
each worker’s house to learn about their personal circumstances, in-
cluding careers, financial situation, relationships and major inter-
ests. After a few months, he learned the names of all workers. He
had an amazing memory and often hung out with kolkhoz workers
to listen to their life stories. He was always ready to listen to var-
ious requests of workers, not promising to solve any problem on
the spot, but later he did his best to fulfill all requests, which was
to prevent the negative experience of excessive expectations that
would not come true.

As the kolkhoz leader, Choi Ivan was to ensure conditions that
would allow the “Pravda” members to fully feel the advantages of so-
cial production rather than individual farms. This was determined by
the fact that the productivity of the kolkhoz was low, and many kolk-
hoz workers were cultivating relatively large private gardens of 0.25 to
0.3 hectares. They took great care of their gardens, sometimes earn-
ing more from them than their official kolkhoz wages. Many workers
were passive, saying that they had no choice but to work in kolkhoz
not to lose their gardens (would be taken after leaving the kolkhoz).
Therefore, in order for the kolkhoz to fulfill its social role, it was in-
evitable to reduce the size of gardens. Such a measure would certain-
ly be unpopular, but after three months as the leader Choi Ivan sug-
gested to the kolkhoz general meeting to reduce the size of gardens
by half (.12 ha for irrigation and o.01 ha for construction = o.13 ha)
(Kim, 2021: g2—95)

It was not the coercive administrative-command control that al-
lowed Choi Ivan to change the mentality and attitude of workers to-
ward social production from his first year in the office. He chose a
method of persuading, encouraging and inspiring workers with ra-
tional explanations based on scientific evidence. “Choi Ivan even knew
how to accurately measure the depth of tillage in farmland plowed
with a tractor. If the tillage work was not satisfactory, chairman Choi
had the tractor driver do the tillage work again”. In that way, he
taught people to work honestly and conscientiously.

Choi Ivan believed that changes in the workers’ attitudes should
be achieved through voluntary participation rather than coercion,
which would result in the strengthening work labor discipline. The
management committee used the method of satisfying material needs
of workers — rewarding for high achievements. In 1951, radios, gram-
ophones, wristwatches and rubber boots were given as prizes, in
1956 — televisions worth 2,136 rubles, which had just begun to be dis-
tributed in rural areas and were considered luxury goods at the time
(Kim, 2021: 100, 137).
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Choi Ivan promoted modernization of the village, forecasting the
kolkhoz future. Before taking office as a chairman, he had already
predicted an increase in electricity demand for production and every-
day practices and raised a question of building a power plant. By the
end of the 1g50s, the village of “Pravda” had been transformed into
a garden city with a developed system providing all material goods
and social benefits. Certainly, it was not an isolated village for Ko-
reans, but like other Korean advanced kolkhozes, it was a multi-eth-
nic friendly community.

Communist-pragmatist agricultural expert: “Lenin’s Road” leader
Um Terenty

“Lenin’s Road” kolkhoz, located in the Upper-Chirchik district, Tash-
kent Region, Uzbekistan, was an example of a leap from an underde-
veloped to an advanced kolkhoz in just 10 years since the early 1g6os.
Until 1962, it was very underdeveloped, which is why many kolkhoz
members left it with their families. At that time, Um Terenty, who had
been the secretary of the primary Party Committee and vice-chairman
of the management committee in the neighboring “Sverdlov” kolkhoz
for about eight years, was elected chairman of the management com-
mittee of the “Lenin’s Road” kolkhoz on the recommendation of the
Tashkent Party Committee. The new chairman understood that the
kolkhoz would not be run properly without strengthening its material
and technical foundation and improving welfare and cultural conditions
of kolkhoz members. First, he equipped the kolkhoz with advanced ag-
ricultural machinery, while mobilizing funds to construct public build-
ings and housing. He devoted himself to appointing executives to the
right positions and improving the culture and welfare of kolkhoz mem-
bers. As a result, this kolkhoz, having been stagnant for a long time,
began to develop. Based on the farming results of 1962, when the new
chairman was elected, kolkhoz was already strengthened economical-
ly, and its members began to improve their lives.

Um Terenty clearly recognized that the improvement of farming
technologies was a decisive factor in the kolkhoz economic growth.
Thereby, he started land improvement and crop rotation, organized
crop crews to ensure the rational use of precious irrigated lands,
and carried out regular inspections. As a result, in 1969, the kolk-
hoz showed high yield rates — 150 centners of kenaf, 28 centners of
cotton, and 5o centners of rice per hectare. In addition, the “Lenin’s
Road” kolkhoz built a fish farm to supply its workers and earned an
additional income of 20,000 rubles per years.

There were many other great leaders who turned ordinary or
underdeveloped kolkhozes into advanced ones. Park Jong Heup

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from Uzbekistan, Choi Sergei and Um Timofei from the “Northern
Lighthouse”, Shin Jong Jik from “Dimitrov”, Kim Vladimir from
the “Lenin”, Kim Dmitry from the “Sverdlov”, Kim Ha-Uns3* from
the “Pravda” in the Namangan district, Kim Alexei from the “Com-
munism” in the Gurlen district of the Khorezm Province, Kim Viktor
from the “Akkul” in the Jambul Region, and Chae Jeong Hak from
“The grd International” in the Karmakchi district in the Kyzyl-Or-
da Region of Kazakhstan, etc. These leaders of the advanced Kore-
an kolkhozes developed agriculture based on technologies: irrigation,
land improvement, correct crop rotation, intensification of agricul-
ture, introduction of scientific achievements and advanced experi-
ences, comprehensive mechanization and chemicalization. However
leaders also relied on interested peasants and organizational aspects:
strengthening work discipline through improved labor organization,
providing material and other preferential treatment for kolkhoz work-
ers, improvement of kolkhoz management and productivity for profit-
ability. All successful leaders combined personal and social interests
successfully®. Therefore, kolkhoz members usually called their kolk-
hoz “our kolkhoz” and its leader — “our chairman”. Such leaders of
the advanced Korean kolkhozes in Central Asia had been in power for
at least 10 to go years, ensuring the political and administrative sup-
port from regional parties and local governments in addition to the
support of their kolkhozniki.

Homogeneous workforce, efficient labor organization, and rational
farming

The success of the advanced Korean kolkhozes in Central Asia was
determined by the labor of dedicated workers. The majority of Ko-
reans, famous as “hard-working”, did not know how to lounge in
the field. They devoted their body and soul to work in the fields and
barns from sunrise to sunset for their survival and for prosperity of
their children. The outstanding diligence of Koreans was explained
primarily by their attachment to land — the majority of them were
from the northern mountainous region of the Korean Peninsula with
small farmland. Before moving to Central Asia, they shared the expe-
rience of suffering from the exploitation of the landlord class and from
the tyranny of rich farmers as tenants or landless peasants. Thereby,

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they were a very homogeneous workforce, accustomed to agriculture,
with poor peasant background or with a background as revolutionary
partisans, which Chayanov mentioned as one of the factors for the
kolkhoz success (Chayanov, 1972). After the integration of small kolk-
hozes, other ethnic groups in Central Asia (Uzbeks, Kazakhs, Rus-
sians, Tatars, etc.) were relatively smoothly included into the homo-
geneous Korean workforce.

Certainly, the expansion of farmland through the integration of
small farms in the 19508 — 1960s and the transfer of MTS agricultur-
al machinery to kolkhozes in 1958 was a great opportunity for devel-
opment of advanced Korean kolkhozes®, but such an expansion was
typical for the whole Soviet Union, and what is important is how ad-
vanced Korean kolkhozes took advantage of the benefits of such pol-
icies and managed to minimize their problems. In general, the most
basic factors that determined the success or failure of the Soviet
kolkhoz were the management committee chairman’s abilities as an
organizer and his dedication to the community. However, especial-
ly after the consolidation measures of the 1g5os, it was virtually im-
possible for the chairman to effectively manage large multi-sectoral
farms and villages on his own. Although the kolkhoz management
committee and party organizations assisted him, the specific mech-
anism that ensured his leadership was the labor organization at the
production site. “Properly organized work was the foundation of suc-
cess” (Iskhakov, 1972: 44) Therefore, an efficient labor organization
needed a competent and conscientious foremen (brigadir) and assis-
tant (zvenievoy) to improve work discipline and economic productiv-
ity through introduction of advanced experience, scientific technolo-
gies, and mechanization to achieve high results in all agricultural and
construction sectors.

Another necessary factor was the relatively equal distribution of
the kolkhoz income. To overcome workers’ indifference and encourage
their enthusiasm, it was first necessary to show that the fruits of la-
bor would be distributed fairly: for kolkhoz members, satisfying their
material needs would be the most persuasive motive for participating
in kolkhoz production activities. Mechanical equalization was avoid-
ed in the kolkhoz workers’ payment, but extreme disparities (such as
the difference between top executives and ordinary employees in cap-
italist enterprises) were also unacceptable.

In terms of organization, kolkhoz’s production unit consisted of
branch/work groups/teams. After the consolidation in the 1gr0s —
1960s, small farms were reorganized into branches of integrated large

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farms. Representatives of small farms were appointed branch heads,
or new people became work-group leaders. Therefore, an appointing
of a conscientious, competent and experienced foreman could in fact
determine the final yield and total income of the farm. As the leader
of the production unit, the foreman was to be an excellent organiz-
er and to have extensive agricultural knowledge (about soil, fertiliz-
ers, agricultural machinery and livestock)s?. The management com-
mittee chairs of the Korean advanced kolkhozes adopted the common
principle of selecting talents when appointing work leaders (Iskha-
kov, 1972: 46—47). On the contrary, the problem of underdeveloped
kolkhozes was that incompetent people were usually appointed fore-
men or assistants due to their connections with the chairman. In the
selection, placement and training of mid-level executives, the “Poli-
totdel” used a procedure in which the management and party com-
mittees reconsidered executives and comprehensively evaluated and
approved all new candidates®. Therefore, mid-level executives at ad-
vanced Korean kolkhozes had a high level of education and regular-
ly took advanced training courses.

Many kolkhoz workers with record harvests in rice, cotton, kenaf,
corn and livestock sectors (many were awarded the title of the So-
cialist Labor Hero) were foremen or assistants like Kim Man Sam
and Kim Seung Hak39, heads of the rice cultivation work group of
the “Avant-garde” in Kazakhstan, Lee Lyubov, head of the corn cul-
tivation work group of the “Politotdel” in Uzbekistan, and its branch
manager Jeong Valery, Kang Oh Nam®, head of the cotton cultivation
work group of the “Engels” — they all were work group leaders, be-
came socialist labor heroes and received the Order of the Labor Red
Flag, which made them as famous as their management committee
chairmen. Among them, the corn work group headed by Lee Lyubov
of the “Politotdel” achieved the best results in the Soviet Union in
1961 by harvesting 1,967 centners of corn (stalks and fruits) per hec-
tare (the average was 1,850), which was higher than of agricultural
enterprises in capitalist countries. The high yield of corn increased
the quantity and quality of livestock feed, so the “Politotdel” was able
to overcome the backwardness of its livestock sector in a short period
of time and produce a lot of milk and meat. Lee Lyubov summarized
g secrets to get the highest corn yield (Hwang, 1962: 3—5, 57). As the
head of the “Politotdel” branch, Jeong Valery took measures to im-
prove labor organization and work discipline, providing material and
other preferential treatment to the kolkhoz workers. He turned an un-

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derdeveloped branch into an advanced one in a relatively short period
of time, and earned g million rubles for his branch alone+.

In terms of farming technology, irrigation, land improvement and
intensive agriculture methods had fundamental importance for pro-
ductivity of the advanced Korean kolkhozes (Khvan, 1962: 13). From
the very beginning, it was extremely important to dry out swamps
and improve wastelands to make land suitable for farming, provid-
ing an adequate supply of water in dry areas of Central Asia, where
rainfall is much less than on the Korean Peninsula or in the Primor-
sky krai, as kolkhozes cultivated not only rice but also cotton, corn,
alfalfa and vegetables. In addition, the Soviet kolkhoz was a large
farm of thousands of hectares, and Koreans cultivated rice, so irriga-
tion experts were considered a very important profession in agricul-
ture. For example, in the early 196os, in the “Polar Star”, each work
group had a permanent group 8-10 irrigation experts+.

On the other hand, the “Politotdel” introduced a crop rotation sys-
tem in 1954. The main crops were cotton, kenaf, corn and rice; alfal-
fa as forage was cultivates in some areas. After several years of ex-
periments, kolkhoz leaders concluded that “the unscientific pasture
rotation system had been ineffective for a long time”. Advocates of
pasture rotation argued that land could only be improved by grow-
ing perennial grasses on at least one third of farmland, but alfal-
fa required 1.5 to 2 times more moisture than cotton. Therefore, the
“Politotdel” achieved much higher yields with a “centralized agricul-
tural system” without growing grass in cotton, kenaf and corn fields
(Hwang, 1962: 18—19, 26). Moreover, extensive mechanization of pro-
duction and scientific farming have become the main methods for in-
creasing productivity since the 1g50s. The expansion of the cultivat-
ed area promoted mechanization and facilitated it. For example, the
farm size of the “Polar Star” in 1938 was 128 hectares, but in 1954 it
increased to 3,235 hectares, of which the sowing area accounted for
2,454 hectares (Iskhakov, 1972: 22). The “Polar Star”, whose main
crop was the most labor intensive cotton, mechanized almost all pro-
duction except weeding in the late 196os. As a result, an average an-
nual labor productivity increase was almost 20% for three years. In
his book, Hwang Man Geum, the chairman of the management com-
mittee, evaluates very positively the integration of small farms from
1951 and 1963 and the transfer of agricultural machinery from MTS4
to kolkhozes in 1958. With such measures, the more rational use of
land, water and machinery became possible: labor costs per land area
and production costs decreased, while the yield of crops and livestock
increased. In other words, the expansion of pastures and increased

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feed allowed small livestock farms to develop into large ones and them
into huge livestock complexes (Hwang, 1977: 18—19).

In the 1960s, under the widespread mechanization, a new form of
labor organization called mechanized sub-teams developed. The “grd
International” kolkhoz in the Karmakchi district of the Kyzyl-Orda
Region in Kazakhstan was the first to start mechanization of rice cul-
tivation: 30% of machine harvesting in 1959, 70% in 1960, and from
1962 — 100%. The “3rd International” first introduced the mecha-
nized rice-cultivation sub-teams in 1964, following the experience
of the Krasnodar Region rice growers. The sub-team consisted of
5 (tractor/combine/car drivers and irrigation experts) to 7—g people (4—
5 mechanics). In 1965, the number of mechanized sub-teams increased
to 9, and they were allocated 1,300 hectares, with each sub-team re-
ceiving 120—180 hectares. Sub-teams were equipped with 4-5 trac-
tors, mineral fertilizer spreaders, seed drills, rolling machines, rice
harvesting machines, combines and other machines, and carried out
all types of work — plowing, sowing, watering and harvesting. The
wages of sub-team members depended on the area of rice field, the
amount of grain produced, etc., and additional money were paid for
the produce above the planned indicators#. In 1980, the 4th working
group of the “grd International” (leader Kim Ryon Gun) achieved the
high average harvest of 64 centners per hectare from foo hectares of
rice fields. The factors that led to such a result were as follows: al-
location of agricultural machinery and fertilizers to the work group,
use of chemical fertilizers and herbicides, and activities of conscien-
tious irrigation experts (one was able to accurately manage 2-3 hec-
tares of cultivated land), ete. In addition, the shift from the daily work
system to the monthly wage system (later was changed back to the
piece-work wage system), also played an important stimulating role®.

Advanced Korean kolkhozes, especially in Uzbekistan, gradually
reduced the share of traditional rice farming on their arable land and
intensively cultivated more profitable cotton and kenaf. As rice was
a traditional staple food for East Asians, there were limits to the ex-
pansion of its demand in Central Asia and the Soviet Union, in which
wheat and meat were staple foods. Cotton and kenaf were in high
demand as industrial crops, and their selling prices were high, mak-
ing them profitable crops for kolkhoz peasants. Since the 1960s, dou-
ble cropping also contributed significantly to the increased grain pro-
duction. By growing corn in the fields where wheat was harvested,
it was possible to produce additional corn for the livestock industry*.

In the late 19508 — early 1960s, advanced Korean kolkhozes in-
troduced a separate accounting system# which implied a specific ar-

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rangement of means of production and labor for each unit (work units,
livestock sheds, auto repair shops and construction sites) with guid-
ance and support from the management committee to help the pro-
duction units to use them (means of production and labor) freely or
rationally. In the “Polar Star” led by Kim Byung Hwa, the popula-
tion of five branches in the early 1970s was about 6,000 and the num-
ber of workers — about 1,700. These five branches were organized
as independent production sectors with separate accounting systems,
fields (divided farmland), agricultural machinery, livestock, buildings,
etc. In addition, a council (soviet) was organized for each branch’s
working group, and councils resolved all problems in production and
social life. Thus, it was easier for the kolkhoz management commit-
tee to operate production and improve productivity, i.e., there was no
need to repeat the inefficient practice of gathering production lead-
ers at the kolkhoz central village management committee office every
day for assigning work tasks®.

The struggle for recognition of a “legitimate Soviet citizen”

In his book Phénomenologie des Geistes (1807), G. W.F. Hegel defined
the theory of recognition as an important part in the development of
the human spirit: all conflicts between humans stem from the desire
to be recognized, and self-identity is a result of the satisfied desire for
recognition. According to A. Honneth, who developed Hegel’s theory,
recognition is a social condition that allows us to successfully real-
ize our lives and a psychological condition that allows to find positive
self-consciousness; recognition struggle is a moral affair that contin-
ues until mutual recognition is reached (Honneth, 2011).

Koreans who immigrated to Central Asia desperately needed to be
recognized politically as legitimate citizens of their new homeland —
the Soviet Union, because just before the forced relocation from the
Primorsky Region in 1937, numerous Korean leaders were arrested
or executed on charges of being nationalists or “spies of the Japa-
nese Empire”. Among them were quite a few partisans who fought
for the Soviet power against the White Army and Japanese imperi-
alists in the Far East. The charges of the Stalinist regime were not
applicable to most Koreans, but they still had to prove that they were
“loyal Soviet people”. At that time, the only way for Koreans to avoid
the status of “subversive minority” was non-political — in economy,
education, culture, sports or army. From the late 1930s to the 1g50s,
Koreans achieved record agricultural and livestock produce by com-
bining superhuman labor, efficient labor organization and creative
farming technologies, since they aimed at and responded to the na-
tional economic policy and improved their standard of living. Howev-

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er, they also had a strong psychological desire to be recognized polit-
ically by the Soviet authorities and socially by natives by achieving
higher economic performance than any other ethnic group.

The amazing agricultural achievements of Koreans were recog-
nized by the Soviet authorities with various awards and plaques, in-
cluding the title of the Socialist Labor Hero”, the Order of Lenin and
the Stalin Prize. Several chairs of the advanced kolkhoz management
committees or work group leaders were elected delegates to the Su-
preme Council of People’s Deputies of republics or the Soviet Union,
which provided them with political honor and social influence. The
first Korean to be awarded for his record-breaking harvest was Kim
Man Sam, head of the rice cultivation sub-team of the “Avant-garde”
kolkhoz: he broke the record of 150 centers per hectare of rice in 1942
and 160 centners in 1943 and received the Stalin Prize in 19464. Kim
Man Sam’s record rice yield of 15,000-16,000 kg per hectare was a
new world record.* In 1968, the total number of the Socialist Labour
Heroes in Kazakhstan was 1,347, of which 66 were Koreans. All of
them were recognized for their outstanding agricultural achievements:
10 management committee chairs, 12 work group leaders, 23 sub-team
leaders, 15 team members, and the rest were combiners, chief agricul-
tural engineers, a senior horse breeder, a sovkhoz director, and a chief
agricultural engineer at the MTS, ete.”” In September 1970, 33 Kore-
ans working in the agricultural sector of the Republic of Kazakhstan
were awarded the title of the Socialist Labour Hero®.

In Uzbekistan, an agricultural country, many more Koreans re-
ceived national awards, including the title of the Socialist Labor Hero.
In the “Polar Star” kolkhoz, g people, including its leader Kim Byung
Hwa, were awarded the title of the Socialist Labor Hero in 1948%.
In this kolkhoz, the number of the Socialist Labor Heroes in 1950
reached 16, and about 270 people received various awards and plaques,
including the Lenin Medal’. In 1960, 25 members of the “Polar Star”
received the title of the Socialist Labour Hero, 75 — the Order of

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Lenin, 105 — the Red Flag Medal for Labor, and 400 people in total
received various awards. Kim Byung Hwa, who served as the chair-
man of the “Polar Star” management committee for 20 years, was
awarded the Socialist Labour Hero twice and received three Orders
of Lenin, one Red Flag Medal for Labor, one Order of Honor and a
medal. He was elected a deputy to the Supreme Soviet of the Uzbek
Republic, and his kolkhoz’s name was changed from the “Polar Star”
to “Kim Byung Hwa”. Thousands of people gathered at the unveil-
ing ceremony of the statue of Kim Byung Hwa, which was erected
to commemorate the 20th anniversary of the start of his work as the
kolkhoz leader?.

In 1949, just two years after the organization of the “Mikoyan”
kolkhoz in the Lower-Chirchik district of the Tashkent Region, four
kolkhoz members were awarded the title of the Socialist Labour Hero,
and 29 members — medals and plaques for great achievements in ke-
naf cultivation®. In 1950, the first year that Choi Ivan took office as
the chairman of the management committee of the “Pravda” kolkhoz,
8 out of its 197 workers were awarded the title of the Socialist La-
bour Hero, and three years later, in 1957, also Choi Ivan and 12 other
workers (Kim, 2021: 100101, 108). Hwang Man Geum from the “Poli-
totdel” kolkhoz also received the title of the Socialist Labour Hero in
1957, just three years after taking office as the chairman. The “Poli-
totdel” which enjoyed its heyday in the 196os—19708 was visited by
Khrushchev (1961), Brezhnev (1970) and foreign dignitaries visiting
the Soviet Union. From 1948 to 1957, 130 Koreans who worked in ag-
riculture in Uzbekistan were awarded the title of the Socialist Labour
Hero, and 7o were from three kolkhozes in the Tashkent Region —
“Polar Star”, “Sverdlov” and “Dimitrov”. From 1948 to 1976, the num-
ber of the Socialist Labor Heroes in the Central Asian Korean com-
munity reached 206 (Kim, 2021: 5—6; Shin, 2021: 523).

The Great Patriotic War was a time of severe trials for Korean
peasants in Central Asia. Young men, the mainstay of the kolkhoz
workforce, went to the front; vehicles (trucks), horses and metal for
making weapons were requisitioned; the food provision for the front
was added. Kolkhoz struggled to survive under the total absence of
everything. On the other hand, the war was considered a good op-
portunity for Koreans to prove that they were “loyal Soviet people”.
Young men volunteered to the Red Army, but Koreans had not yet
got rid of the stigma of being “subversive” and could not officially join
the Red Army, except for a very few who changed their last name in
documents as if they were of a different ethnicity, while the remain-
ing Korean men joined the Labor Army. The only way left for Ko-
reans was to voluntarily provide large quantities of military supplies.
Kim Man Sam, the head of the sub-team in the “Avant-garde” kolk-

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hoz in Kazakhstan, donated 105,000 rubles to the Red Army’s tank
production fund in 194157. He was awarded the Order of Merit for Ef-
fort (1945), the Stalin Prize (1946) and the title of the Socialist Labour
Hero (1949) for the world record in rice yield. In 1943, all members of
the “Polar Star” raised over 2.2 million rubles for the production of
airplanes for the Red Army. Kim Byung Hwa, the chairman of the
management committee, also donated 100,000 rubles. In the first year
of the war, 75 men from the “Politotdel” donated more than 500,000
rubles to produce airplanes and 350,000 rubles to make a tank unit
(Hwang, 1977: 16-17). In 1943, five Korean kolkhozes in the Tashkent
Region, including “Polar Star”, “Lenin”, “Pravda”, “Sverdlov”, and
“Northern Lighthouse”, donated 6 million rubles and 695 gift pack-
ages to the Soviet Army. As in 1945 the average salary of the worker
was about roo rubles, the bomber cost 265,000 rubles and the tank —
142,000 rubles, 6 million rubles were enough to make two T-34 tank
regiments (Kim, 2021: 88).

On the other hand, being immigrants, in addition to solving the
problem of physical survival, one of the first tasks undertaken was
to build a school building for the children’s generation. Koreans have
traditionally attached great importance to education in terms of in-
dividual development, family legacy and social enlightenment. Edu-
cation was Koreans’ second weapon after agriculture in their recog-
nition struggle. All advanced Korean kolkhozes had decent school
buildings and excellent teachers. In Central Asia, where nomadic
traditions were strong and modern educational institutions were not
widespread, Koreans were known as “the people of farming and edu-
cation”. It is no coincidence that by the late 1970s, Koreans were one
of the most educated peoples in the Central-Asian republics.

The first generation of Korean immigrants desperately hoped that
education would help their children succeed in every profession and
live proudly as recognized citizens of their socialist homeland. There-
by, the advanced Korean kolkhozes opened a 7-year or 10-year schools
with their own funds and did not spare any support — from educa-
tional equipment for students to the facilities of youth camps. Ac-
cording to the article in the “Lenin’s Banner”, in the late 1940s (ten
years after Koreans had settled in Uzbekistan and begun farming),
the 7-year compulsory education became a reality in the kolkhoz vil-
lage of the “Polar Star”. Teachers of this kolkhoz school were intel-
lectuals who got professional education at universities in Moscow,
Leningrad, Kyzyl-Orda and Tashkent. Fifty graduates of the school
got higher education in cities of Central Asia, Russia and Ukraine?®.
Some of them returned to their villages and worked as agricultural
instructors, engineers, teachers, doctors, etc. Graduates who stayed

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in the city remembered and thanked their kolkhoz for giving them the
opportunity to get higher education.

The “Mikoyan” kolkhoz organized in 1947 opened a 7-year school
in September 1950%. In the 1960s — 19708, among the graduates of
the school No. 16 in the “Pravda” kolkhoz, 80% entered universities
(Kim , 2021: 6), like in other advanced Korean kolkhozes. The “Sverd-
lov” kolkhoz secondary school No. 33 turned into a prestigious school,
and students from nearby kolkhozes came to study here, and at its
peak, the number of students reached 1,500. In 1970, there were about
4,000 students at schools affiliated with the “Politotdel”. Moreover,
200 rubles were paid annually to 13 kindergartens for each child at-
tending from morning to evening, which completely solved the prob-
lem of pre-school child care and school education®.

Finally, an interesting fact is that the leadership of the Cen-
tral-Asian Korean advanced kolkhozes realized early in that the ex-
pansion of daycare centers and kindergartens was necessary to in-
crease the female workforce, and began their construction, since
many young women could not participate in production due to tak-
ing care of their children. Therefore, it was considered the kolk-
hoz responsibility to provide daycare centers with decent building,
toys, food and qualified caregivers. In the summer of 1954, in the new
two-story kindergarten of the “Polar Star”, 150 children stayed from
7 am to g pm®, and in 1964, about 6oo women were engaged in vari-
ous work activities®.

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Russian agriculture?
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Abstract. In November 2023, the First Deputy Minister of Agriculture Oksana Lut esti-
mated the shortage of workers in agriculture at 200,0001, obviously implying agricultur-
al organizations. According to Lut, one of the reasons for such a shortage is low sala-
ries: the limited effective demand for products does not allow agricultural organizations
to increase the selling price of produce, which limits the wages of agricultural workers.
However, the number of people employed in agriculture declines almost everywhere —
this is a common situation in many countries. On the one hand, this decline is deter-
mined by an increase in labor productivity, i.e., a reduction in the number of workers is
the desired result; on the other hand, many agricultural enterprises suffer from the lack
of needed workers. Therefore, it is necessary to understand why there is a shortage of
agricultural workers in Russia, focusing on the details of this situation. Based on the
Federal State Statistics Service’s data, the author considers this situation, in particular
the number of employed in agriculture, main reasons for such a labor shortage in ag-
riculture and national economy in general, possibilities and limitations of the reliance/
dependence on labor migrants (especially from the post-Soviet countries) and on un-
employed in the Russian labor market, regional differences in the available workforce,
finally providing some recommendations to change the current situation.

Key words: labor shortage, agriculture, agricultural organizations, wages,
unemployment, labor migrants, regional differences
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How many people are employed in Russian agriculture, and where
does the current labor shortage come from?

In 2022, 4.5 million people were employed in Russian agriculture (av-
erage annual number), or 6.3% of the total number of people em-
ployed in the national economy?, while the average number of work-
ers in agricultural organizations was 1.3 million3. The rate of decline

there are also self-employed, including hundreds of thousands of farmers
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in the number of people employed in agriculture has slowed since the
start of the pandemic (Results.., 2017—2022): in 2017—2020, the number
of people employed in agriculture decreased by 138—227 thousand an-
nually, and in 2021—2022 — by 63—25 thousand. There may be doubts
about the number of people employed outside agricultural organiza-
tions given the low observability of households and farms, but the
number of workers in agricultural organizations should be quite ac-
curate due to statistical records and the state monitoring of wages,
payroll taxes and pension savings. Thereby, it is not clear where the
shortage of 200 thousand people came from in 2023 as since 2020, ac-
cording to the official data, the number of workers in agricultural or-
ganizations has been only 88 thousand*.

Perhaps, in agriculture, typical practices implied hiring workers
not through agricultural organizations or farms but through outstaff-
ing and outsourcing or some shadow ways (bypassing the official
rules). Thus, agricultural workers fell into an invisible zone for the
Ministry of Agriculture which analyzes farms’ reports, focusing on
the indicated number of workers. In 2020—2023, the extremely nega-
tive events and the depreciation of the ruble determined a decrease
in the number of migrants, and suddenly it became clear that, de-
spite a relatively small reduction in the number of workers according
to the official records, there is a large labor shortage in agriculture.
One might assume that this shortage is the result of a sharp increase
in agricultural production, but this is wrong as in 2023 the number
of needed workers exceeded an increase in agricultural production:
an increase in production in agricultural organizations (in 2022 com-
pared to 2021) was 11.4%5; if we compare the 200-thousand shortage
of workers with the average number of employees in agricultural or-
ganizations, this number will be 15%.

Thus, it can be assumed that the labor shortage in agriculture is the
result of the underestimated need in foreign labor migrants. Obvious-
ly, there were many such workers in agriculture before the pandemic,
but they were not included in farms’ reports or the Federal State Sta-
tistics Service’ surveys, because its “sample consists of households...
Those living in boarding schools, nursing homes and other institutions,
dormitories, monasteries and other collective living quarters are not
taken into account”®. Thereby, the number of workers living in dormi-
tories and employed in agricultural organizations, including their pro-
cessing departments, cannot be estimated. Perhaps, the 200-thousand
shortage mentioned by the Ministry of Agriculture shows the number

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of workers who did not come/return to Russia or left the country due
to the ruble depreciation and other threats of the labor-migrant life.

The spread of outstaffing and outsourcing has an economic expla-
nation. First, the development of large-scale agricultural production,
mainly in animal husbandry and processing, determines the need for
migrants worldwide as production volumes become disproportionate
to the available labor resources. There are no cases in Russia when
the decisions on the location of production and its size were based on
the ability of local communities to meet the needs of these large in-
dustries for workers. This situation was facilitated by the state sup-
port for large projects as ensuring an immediate effect in production
and improving regional indicators of economic development.

Second, a contract with an external company for providing work-
ers or services (milking, cleaning, etc.) frees agricultural companies
from responsibility to the employee and from obligations to the state
to legalize foreign workers, pay minimum salaries, taxes and deduc-
tions; legislation was changed to make the working migrant increas-
ingly equal to the ordinary worker. Today, staff rental is prohibited,
but there are exceptions? workers officially registered in one way or
another (outstaffing, outsourcing) do not belong to the agricultural
organization staff and receive little money, agricultural organizations
do not make social payments for them, which explains why Russian
agricultural products are relatively cheap. As some advertisements
say, “outstaffing is a high management technology and a special form
of labor relations, i.e., this is an official re-registration of workers as
staff of another company with which an agreement for outstaffing
services was concluded”s. It was a convenient mechanism that be-
came unreliable in the contemporary world.

Another prerequisite for attracting migrants is the seasonal nature of
agricultural work. If farms specialize in erop production, local population
needs paid work in the winter as high seasonal earnings are followed by
low incomes in the off-season period, which makes people look for other
jobs to ensure a year-round income. If the Federal State Statistics Ser-

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vice had developed an adequate statistical monitoring of migrant labor at
farms, we would have understood at least the risks of unfavorable con-
ditions, including changes in the ruble exchange rate. The need (vacan-
cies) for foreign labor migrants surprisingly correlates with the ruble ex-
change rate curve: the stronger the ruble the fewer vacancies, the weaker
the ruble the more vacancies, while internal migrants and local workers
do not react to the ruble exchange rate. Moreover, an indirect evidence of
a reduction in the number of labor migrants in agriculture is the increas-
ing number of foreigners looking for a job: in 2022, this increase was far
from pre-pandemic 2019 (Population and Migration.., 2022).

It is difficult to find in publications or statistical collections any
data on the number of migrant workers in agriculture (Potapova,
2021). Some authors mention 5.5% of those employed in agriculture
but without references (Sergienko, Goncharova, 2015), others prefer
value judgments without statistical evidence (Kisly, Isaeva, 2023). Ac-
cording to the official statistical data, in 2019, in the structure of em-
ployment of foreign labor migrants by industry, the share of those
employed in agriculture was 7% (the total number of foreign labor
migrants was estimated at o,5 million (Results.., 2019), and even this
small figure seems to be an underestimate). There are different esti-
mates of the need for foreign workers (from tens to hundreds of thou-
sands) again without statistical evidence (Maksimova, Kulistikova,
2020; Batyrov, 2021). The widespread employment of labor migrants
is indirectly confirmed by the fact that in 2021 the Russian govern-
ment adopted a decree to limit the share of foreign workers; howev-
er, among all branches of agriculture only vegetable production was
mentioned in this decree. According to this decree, the share of for-
eign workers in vegetable production cannot exceed 50% of person-
nel. The Astrakhan Region is excluded from the scope of this decree,
but it produces about 11% of Russian vegetables as the largest na-
tional vegetable producers (the second one is Dagestan). It is unlike-
ly that foreign labor migrants work in Dagestan: the main produc-
tion is concentrated in family farms, and the region is labor-surplus.
Thus, the decree demonstrates both the state concern about the num-
ber of migrants and the objective impossibility of doing without them.

In other words, only the Ministry of Agriculture can estimate the
number of foreign labor migrants by requesting information from the
regions that, in turn, would request it from agricultural organizations
and farms. However, even in this case the data would not be accu-
rate due to the agricultural producers’ reluctance to provide such sen-
sitive information. At the same time, some indirect indicators show
that the import substitution of workforce is extremely relevant for
Russian agriculture, given the ruble exchange rate and other risks. If
the situation returns to normal, the shortage of 200 thousand people
will be eliminated relatively quickly, since some post-Soviet countries
still have a surplus of labor. However, it should be kept in mind that
there is a growing competition for labor migrants between countries,
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sia means finding new channels for labor migration to other coun-
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Unemployed as the potential of the Russian labor market

Despite the declared high need for workforce, many workers leave
Russian agriculture by choice or at their managers’ request. Accord-
ing to the labor force sample survey in 2022 (Results.., 2017—-2022),
there are 166 thousand unemployed with experience in agriculture;
most of them are of working age and became unemployed by choice
or for personal reasons (110 thousand). Since these people were not
fired but quit, we need to assess chances of their return, provid-
ed that the authorities are ready for non-trivial and region-specif-
ic solutions. For instance, if young women quit their jobs to care for
children, every village with children should have a home kindergar-
ten/kids club. To stimulate such regional and municipal activities,
the government should simplify requirements for such premises and
provide subsidies to pay the person who looks after the children (for
training and/or a part of the monthly salary).

Among the unemployed with experience in agriculture, there are
56 thousand people who lost their job due to the closure of production
or at the employer’s initiative. In the first case, there may be objective
reasons for losing business: for example, in Dagestan, between the
All-Russian Agricultural Census (ARAC) of 2006 and the Agricultur-
al Micro-Census (AMC) of 2021, there was a catastrophic reduction
in the number of small peasant farms — from 36.2 to 0.6 thousand?
(Table 1), which is easy to explain: their products were not included
(vegetables) or were excluded (grapes) from food chains; grain pro-
duction in this territory is not profitable as the income would be “eat-
en up” by the fixed payment to social funds (about 46 thousand ru-
bles in 2023)'°. Thus, we need to include smallholders in food chains,
for instance, by stimulating cooperation between wine/cognac facto-
ries and small vegetable processing farms.

In the second case, workers were fired/quit but production contin-
ued to operate. One of the reasons is the lack of necessary qualifica-
tions: by 2022, the share of imported equipment in Russian agriculture
was about 50% (German, 2023), and workers need special qualifica-
tions to work on it. Only 36% of unemployed (previously employed in
agriculture) have secondary vocational education, 8% — higher ed-
ucation (Results.., 2017—2022); every third rural unemployed (previ-
ously employed in agriculture) is a low-skilled worker (in the city —
28%), i.e., every third unemployed cannot be considered a potential
personnel reserve due to low qualifications.

According to the Federal State Statistics Service’s sample sur-
vey, the number of unskilled workers in agriculture decreases faster
than the number of skilled workers (Table 2), especially of unskilled
female workers. Thus, only a part of low-skilled workers can be re-
turned to work if they agree to undergo training. Villagers with low
incomes should be given an opportunity to get the simplest qualifica-
tion — retraining/training facilities should be located near places of
mass settlement, and training should be inexpensive or free, which
would allow the retrained to work in the village. This idea fits into the
program for the integrated development of Russian rural territories.

Territorial disparity in labor force

Russian territories with the largest number of unemployed with ex-
perience in agriculture are Bashkortostan and Kabardino-Balkaria,
and these are clearly excess labor resources. In Bashkortostan, from
2017 to 2022, the number of people employed in agriculture decreased
by 50%, while the regional share in the national agricultural pro-
duction — by 0.1%. Given a steady increase in the Russian agricul-
tural production, this means that production in Bashkortostan also
grows due to an increase in labor productivity. In Kabardino-Balkar-
ia, a decrease in employment (15%) was accompanied by an increase
in production (and in the share of the Russian agricultural produc-
tion — 0.1%), i.e., formerly employed people are unlikely to find work
in agriculture in their region.

Table 3 shows that most regions with the maximum reduction in
the number of workers are insignificant in terms of agricultural pro-
duction volumes, with the exception of Bashkortostan, Orenburg and
Penza Regions. In the last two regions, the situation is similar — the
reduction in the number of workers in agricultural organizations did
not lead to a decrease in production, i.e., these workers stayed in
the village without work, which did not affect production. Moreover,
the number of vacancies in the Penza Region shows a great need for
workers but, apparently, with other qualifications.

Territories with the greatest demand for labor have the most de-
veloped agriculture: Moscow (10% of jobs in the country), Krasnod-
ar Region (7.6%), Voronezh Region (6.7%), Moscow Region (5.7%),
Rostov Region (5%), Belgorod Region (4.7%), and also Stavropol, Li-
petsk, Penza and Kursk Regions (according to the Headhunter web-
site). All these regions are so-called ‘agroholding territories’, with
the exception of Moscow, but even here the head offices of agrohold-
ings hire specialists for their regional subsidiaries.

Decreasing attractiveness of agriculture for employment

Russian agriculture has systematically lost its attractiveness for em-
ployment: in 2000, 50% of the working-age rural population were
employed in agriculture, in 2017 — 19.9%, in 2022 — 18.7%. Moreo-
ver, the average annual rate of reduction in the number of employed
in agriculture among rural population (1.3%) is higher than the av-
erage annual rate of reduction in the rural labor force (0.8%); and a
decrease in employment in agriculture is accompanied by an increase
in employment in businesses that are located outside the rural set-
tlement (mining, construction, trade, restaurants, finance, ete.): 38%
of employed villagers in 2017, 43% — in 2022, i.e., rural residents of
working age increasingly prefer non-agricultural employment.

The widely accepted idea that Russians are not inclined to migrate
is only partly true as they are not inclined to a radical change of place
of residence due to high relocation costs but are quite mobile in case
of short-term trips. The migration of rural population is quite wide-
spread (Table 4): villagers are less likely than city dwellers to work
in their locality; more than 32% of the employed rural population left
their village; 9.3% work far from home.

The situation varies by region: for instance, in Kabardino-Balka-
ria, 18% of the employed rural population work in other regions, in
Bashkortostan — 32%, in Mordovia (with fewer unemployed people
with experience in agriculture compared to Bashkortostan) — 39%,
not to mention that we do not know how many villagers working for
months in other regions participated in the All-Russian Population
Census (under the pandemic), i.e., the scale of rural migration is most
likely underestimated. The number of internal migrants who leave
not only their village but also their region exceeds 200-thousand la-
bor shortage, and this is mostly labor migration and mostly men, even
though more unskilled female workers leave agriculture.

According to the official discourse and public discussions, the main
goal of the state rural policies should be the same average wage in
agriculture as the regional average wage. There are territories that
have already reached this goal and even exceeded it, but the average
wage in such regions often remains low compared to the national av-
erage wage (Table 5). In other regions, the situation is even more

complicated (Fig. 1).

Thus, excess workers are unlikely to migrate from their regions
to work in agriculture and prefer other industries. In agriculture, the
output growth exceeded the wage growth only in 2020—2021, while in
other years farms had fewer opportunities to increase wages due to
the level of productivity (Fig. 2).

The effect of the 2018 pension reform, which raised the retirement
age, disappeared already in 2020, when the labor force began to de-
cline again. Since 2015, fewer children have been born per 1000 rural
residents!3, which means the reduction in rural labor force. When la-
bor supply for the national economy declines, agriculture is at a dis-
advantage as its labor shortage can be only partially eliminated by in-
creasing the attractiveness of rural life or introducing apprenticeship
contracts and agrarian classes. Given the current level and distribu-
tion of productive forces in agriculture, there are no internal reserves
to eliminate labor shortage, i.e., it will continue to grow, which will
negatively affect agricultural production and its diversity. Increasing
labor productivity remains the main way for reducing labor shortage
for the long term; therefore, measures that limit application of the
scientific-technical achievements in agriculture cannot be promising.

To produce cheap products, large agroholdings need cheap work-
ers for seasonal and labor-intensive works in crop production, and
such labor migrants will come if the ruble exchange rate rises. The
government can compensate for the weakening ruble exchange rate
by reducing transaction costs of foreign labor migrants and provid-
ing acceptable and safe living conditions if they work in the initial-

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ly chosen agricultural organizations. Russian authorities could take
on the costs for identifying locations in need for labor migrants, tar-
geted recruitment with clear wages and normal working and living
conditions, protecting migrants from any violence, i.e., would take
on that part of costs which migrants previously repaid from their
income, which would increase the attractiveness of employment in
agriculture with its low salaries. This is the task not only of the
Ministry of Agriculture but of many institutions responsible for the
state policy and its implementation. And the first necessary step is
to assess the extent to which migrants are needed (especially from
the post-Soviet space), although the Russian official and media rhet-
oric emphasizes that the country has necessary resources and can
mobilize them.

Thus, there is an obvious need for an adequate monitoring of la-
bor resources. The Federal State Statistics Service should introduce
a form for agricultural organizations to record the number of workers
hired through outstaffing (in some cases outsourcing) so that the (an-
nual) average can be calculated to make it clear how many foreign la-
bor migrants are needed. To attract seasonal Russian workers, there
should be specific job offers with understandable wages and accept-
able living conditions even in labor-surplus regions (there are some
in Russia) and affordable training in simple specialties, which agro-
holdings can organize in their regional educational facilities.

Some other recommendations are as follows:

* to locate large livestock complexes according to the rural settle-
ment system; the state should support only those projects that
take into account the features of local labor markets;

* to provide state support for small business in organizing all-sea-
son activities in order to mitigate seasonal fluctuations in earn-
ings in crop production;

* to reform the secondary vocational education (a network of colleg-
es with a wide range of simple professions, located near rural set-
tlements with high population density; scholarships for students
who will work in the village; scholarships for visiting teachers;
modern programs and campuses; high-tech equipment) in order to
improve the quality of workforce in rural areas and small towns;

* to implement measures for preserving rural self-employment: dif-
ferentiated fixed payments to social funds for individual entrepre-
neurs; state support for factories cooperating with (peasant) farms
rather than for wine/cognac factories organizing vineyards; sim-
plified requirements and subsidies for entrepreneurs with children
if there are no kindergartens (a subsidy of 3o—ro thousand rubles
per month is a more effective and less expensive measure than
transporting children to villages with kindergartens, building and
staffing kindergartens);

* to redistribute budget funds in favor of grants for the study of rea-
sons and ways for overcoming the above-mentioned restrictions,
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so that researchers would make recommendations focused on lo-
cal problems, including in employment;

* to reconsider priorities in the development of industries to ensure
both national food security and rural development (for instance, aban-
don the state support for the export of relatively cheap products and
introduce a minimum hourly wage, which would have little impact
on food prices but big impact on the attractiveness of agricultural la-
bor, thus, stimulating the use of technologies with increased produc-
tivity, which would decrease the unit price of agricultural products).

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Abstract. The authors consider the Russian rural-urban migration, focusing on its cur-
rent trends. The migration loss of rural population has decreased slightly; however, the
outflow from rural areas depends on multidirectional processes in suburbs and periph-
eral villages. According to the Russian Federal State Statistics Service, rural periph-
ery continues to experience a strong migration decline, while the suburban village rap-
idly grows due to migration. Based on the microdata of the sociological survey “People,
family, society” conducted by the INSAP RANEPA in 2023 and econometric techniques,
the authors examined rural-urban migration as related to the labor market and income.
The article shows that individual decisions to move from rural to urban areas are ration-
al and economically justified, since such a migration improves one’s position in the la-
bor market, increases wage and per capita income. The identified motives for migration
from rural to urban areas and its social-economic drivers were confirmed by a series of
in-depth interviews conducted in the summer of 2023.

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Russia’s rural population: Subjective well-being and social-eco-
nomic practices

Abstract. Based on the data of the representative sociological survey conducted by the
Institute of Social Analysis and Forecasting in 2023, the author considers indicators of
subjective well-being and life practices of Russia’s rural population. The relevance of the
suggested analysis is determined by the scale of territorial and settlement differentia-
tion in living standards and by the current social-economic risks of decreasing well-be-
ing. The author focuses on various aspects of life satisfaction and on the ideas about
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their dynamics, consumer and credit-savings behavior and features of rural social inter-
actions. The survey results show a generally favorable situation regarding the villagers’
life satisfaction, but the problem zone is possibilities of getting qualified medical help.

In the emotional perspective, two thirds of villagers see opportunities for self-realiza-
tion, while a half regularly feel anxiety and depression, and every tenth suffers from them
the most. The important feature of consumer behavior is that half of rural population is
forced to shop at minimum prices. More than half of rural respondents use the Internet
for consumer practices, and every fifth does it very actively. Some villagers ensure the ac-
ceptable quality of life with credits and savings, and there is a significant group of finan-
cial risk. The majority considers as the main source of support their “close social circle”
since there are extremely low expectations from institutions — both state and public.

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Volunteering as a means of promoting tourism in rural areas
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Abstract. One of the main goals of the Russian volunteer movement to develop envi-
ronment in small rural areas. The authors assess the current state of the Russian vol-
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unteer movement in the context of developing rural areas and local communities, em-
phasizing the activities of the all-Russian social movement ‘Volunteers of Culture’. The
authors identify functions and directions of the proactive citizens’ volunteer efforts and
the role of volunteer practices in increasing regional tourist attractiveness and hospi-
tality of local communities; argue that the tourism sector became a priority on the so-
cial agenda of the volunteer movement and work. On the example of socially significant
projects implemented in Russian villages, the authors show both the results of the inte-
gration of volunteer activities into the rural tourism field and the positive effect of such
volunteering for the development of local rural communities. Thus, volunteer activities
reflect the degree of public participation in solving significant rural problems, and the
authors emphasize educational, methodological and motivational measures to support
and popularize the role of the volunteer movement in promoting rural tourist facilities
and routes.

Abstract. The interview with E. K. Mikheev (DSc (Economics and Management), Head
of the agroholding Niva-Mikheev and Co, Honored Worker of Agriculture of the Russian
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Federation, Honorary Citizen of the Nizhny Novgorod Region and Buturlinsky district),
which was conducted by sociologists A. M. Nikulin and O.P. Fadeeva in August 2023, re-
constructs his life path from the peasant collective-farm family to the world of contem-
porary agricultural science, politics and business. The interviewers focused on the eco-
nomic philosophy of Mikheev as agricultural manager, his decision-making logic at the
collective farm in the USSR and in the post-Soviet period of the developing market
economy in the 1990s, his estimates of the situation at his agroholding, agrarian econ-
omy and rural development in the Nizhny Novgorod Region and Russia. The interview
emphasizes the rational choice of economic decisions made and implemented in the
transforming national and local institutional environment.
